July Commercial Letter of The Canadian
Bank of Commerce |

The July commercial letter of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce says orders
for manufactured goods are larger than
last year, and scarcity of raw material
has in some lines forced manufacturers
to ask customers to reduce their orders.
It is estimated the western grain crop
at 90 per cent of that of 1915. Crop
conditions all over the country are good,
except that the fruit yield may be be-
low normal. Continuing the circular
says:—

What Canada Has Done for Her Allies.

In addition to having already sent
more than a quarter of a million ‘men to
the front, with another hundred thous-
and now in training, Canada has rend-
ered distinguished service to the Empire
by exporting large quantities of material
essential for the war. Her exports to
the United Kingdom for the fiscal year
ending March last amounted to $463,-
081,241, as compared with $222,822,766
for the year ending 81st March, 1914,
and to.all the countries of the Empire
were $494,554,197 as compared with
$246,061,994. Her services to the allies
in this regard increased proportionately
greater than to the United Kingdom,
exports to France being ten times great-
er than befoze the war, and to Italy fif-
teen times greater. Russia is less ‘de-
pendent upon us for’food supplies, but
our exports of manufactured products
to that country have increased fivefold
within two years. The value of our ex-
ports to countries within the Empire,
to our allies and to other countries, is

Industrial Activity.

The activity in the manufacturé of

ammunition, which has been reported for
some months, is fully maintained in vol-
ume by orders now being placed. The
result is shown in the increase of ex-
ports under the head of iron and steel
manufactures. In the fiscal wear ending
81st March last these exports aggregated
$49,718,309, as compared with $11,874,981
in 1914, Of last year’s product the Unit-
ed Kingdom took 67 per cent, the United
ates 10 per cent, and all other coun-
tries 23 per cent.
In the textile industries generally,
wherever there is reasonable hope of ob-
taining a supply of labor, expansion is
taking place in the form of additional
buildings and plant and on the -part of
manufacturers unable to obtain labor
for existing factories there is a disposi-
tion to erect mills in districts where op-
erators can be obtained. The immedi-
ate future promises to afford the textile
and related industries, all the business
that can be handled at a satisfactory
margin of profit.

The additions and improvements now
being made to the plants of many manu-
facturers in the steel and textile indus-
tries are designed to serve not only im-
mediate demands but also those of the

future, when competition under normal
conditions will have to to be met. Out
of present profits there is a marked dis-
position to install devices of every de-
scription that will increase production
on the most economical basis,

While the domestic demand in British®
Columbia for lumber is improving, buy-
ers from the United States are not bid-
ding as freely as they were a few weeks
ago. The mills on the eastern slopes of
the mountains report an improved de-
mand from the prairie provinces.
National Economy Stil Very Necessary

The details of Canada’s imports dur-
ing May and June are not yet to hand
but the volume begins to give rise to
some apprehension. It is no longer neces-
sary to import costly tools for the manu-
facture of munitions of war, as our
plants are now well equipped. It has
been shown that of the material that
enters into the making of a shell it is not
necessary to import more than 5 per cent
and to fill other orders placed in Canada
it may be necessary to import raw ma-
terial on a lirmited scale, but allowing
generously for all requirements that
urgency justifies, there still remains a
large volume of imports that come with-
in the non-essential or undesirable class,
a fact which indicatés that national econ-
omy is not as great as it ought to be.

The viewpoint of holders of Canadian
securities, and one which we, as Cana-
dians, are in duty bound to respect. is
thus given in a recent issue of The
Statist:

coupled with their increased production,
has not only brought about a wonder-
ful change in the foreign-trade situation,
but also in the banking situation. "When
war broke out bankers were heavily
loaned, but the Canadian people, out
of their greatly increased income and
their relatively still greater surplus, have
redeemed a substantial amount of loan.
Furthermore, they have largely increased
their deposits with bankers, with the
result that the position of bankers is en-
tirely different f! " that immediately
prior to the Warivyim calling attention
to the really remnﬁcable change in the
financial condition of Canada, we trust
the Canadian people will not be disposed
to become more extravagant in conse-
quence of their greater prosperity, but,
on the contrary, will continue to exer-
cise the great self-denial they have prac-
tised since war began, and, on the one
hand, will seek to increase their produc-
tions, and, on the other, to keep down
consumption, in order that they may re-
deem as much of their indebtedness as
possible to other countries during the
war, and in order that they may be in
a strong position to face the future when
the war comes to an end and the demand
for their manufactured produets is again
more or less confined to their own coun-
try.

ISSESSHENTS
N THE COUNTY

Letter From Taylor & Sweeney
Brings Some Matters to Public
Attentien

St. John, N. B, July 20, 1916.
To the Editor of ithe Times:

Sir,—In the course of our appeal be-
fore the Appeals Committee of the
county council, at their meeting on Mon-
day last, in the matter of the assessment
on the sub-division of Fairville Centre,
conditions were brought to light that,
we believe, should/be brought to the
public notice. When certain admissions
were made by the assessors who were
present astonishment was expressed that
under the present system the county
would be at a loss to know the assess-
ment, extent, values, and location of
properties in the county: should any-
thing happen to the assessors by death
or otherwise.

In answer to questions, the assesors
were unable to give the assessed values
of certain sub-divisions, and when this
information was obtained from the
county secretary through the books, the
extent of certain properties was not
known, and was merely described as a
piece of land. As to the method of de-
termining values it was simply guess
work and based on hypothesis, and had
absolutely nothing to do with actual
market values.

In order to better appreciate this
statement, we would refer briefly to our
own case, which resulted in bringing to
light the conditions we have referred
to. Fairville Centre is a sub-division
owned partly in Montreal, and was sold
by us, it having formerly been known
as the Coster field. It consists of about
seven acres and lies directly in back of
Main street, Fairville, and the Mahog-
any road. During the time that the
Coster estate owned this property and
up to and including 1914, it was asses-
sed on $7,000. The present assessment
which . was fixed in 1915 is $26,000. It
is still the same field though sub-divid-
ed into lots, and because, perchance,
some few wealthy men in Montreal are
interested in it, the assessors have ex-
acted a toll, that was not and cannot
be justified from any standpoint what-
ever. In fact, Mr. Robert Catherwood
admitted during our meeting with the
board of assessors, prior to our going to
the appeals committee, that it - would
still be assessed -at $7,000 were it owned
by the Coster estate. In this particular
case the value assessed at was arrived
at from imaginary prices for lots, as we
have stated. ~

During the meeting of the appeals
committee it was brought out :that the
Wood farm which adjoins Fairville Cen-
tre, and consists of about thirty acres
is assessed at $3,000, while these same
people refused an offer of $30,000 we
made to them during the boom time.

"This is no secret and is known by many

of the people of Fairville. Warden Mc-
Lellan at the meeting asked for the as-
sessed value of the Hatheway property,
but the assessors sat dumb, and they
confessed that they had not the slight-
est idea. On the secretary giving the in-
formation from the records, it was found
that the answer to Com. McLellan’s en-
quiry was $15,000, and the latter com-
mented on the known fact that it re-
cently sold for in the vicinity of $80,000
and characterized the assessors’ action
in this matter as a steal. A further
enquiry from Com. McLellan with ref-
erence to the Davidson farm brought the
information that it was assessed on $10,-
000, while any real estate man or prop-
erty ownet in St. John knows that it sold
for in the vicinity of $75,000. These are
just a few instances of the manner in
which the board of assessors do their
work in this county. As we have said

before the assessors had no knowledge
of the extent of either the Davidson
farm, Hatheway property, and Wood
property, or in fact any other property;
the assessment books simply referring to
them as a piece of land.

As to how the values were arrived at
no one could say, except as we have stat-
ed,” by guess work or otherwise. Fur-
thermore, thdre was no answer to the
question as to why another man should
be assessed but $2,500 on a property for
which he paid about $5,500 to our cer-
tain knowledge. It would seem to us
to put it mildly that some one has a pull,
but of one thing there would seem no
uncertainty that we have not. It must
pe borne in mind that we are not ask-
ing that the assessment remain at $7,-
000, but have expressed the willingness
to be assessed at $16,000. The strongest
argument and the only one made by the
assessors to the appeals committee as
against our appeal was that it would
result in numerous other appeals, and
when Coun. O’Brien, who is one of the
assessors was asked why not do away
with ‘the appeals committee, his answer
had about as much reason as his appeal
when he said “might just as well.”

We regret only that Warden McLel-
lan and Com. Wigmore both of whom
supported strongly our “appeal and ex-
pressed surprise at the information
brought forth, did not remain at the
meeting until the vote was taken, as
the vote was a close one of but four to
three.

In conclusion, we might say that we
propose carrying our case further in
this matter, as we are unable to believe
that the decision of the appeals com-
mittee will stand. The vote was the re-
sult of a personal canvass by a council-
lor among the members, and we rather
fear that county politics had much to do
with the result.

Thanking you for your valuable
space, we trust only that what we have
said may result in some move heing
made to place assessment matters in St.
John county under a better Gagis,
