FRBDERICTON, March 38 — The
regulation calling for the dimming

of automobile lights in this province|.

will be annulled at the present session
\of the legislature and a system calling
for a standard candlepower light with
proper focus introduced if the present
intentions of Hon. D A. Stewart, Min-
ister of Publlc Works, ‘are put into
effect.
In an interview herc this morning,
following a conference with representa-

tives of the New Brunswick Automo-
bile Association last night, Hon. Mr.
Stewart’ said that the question of
dimming was brought forward. “I
wish to say,” Hon. Mr. Stewart said,
4that I am in hearty agreement with
such a move, as it will tend to elimin-
ate considerable danger on our roads.
The glare produced by most of the}|
lights an oautos now is unsafe, and un-
less something unforeseen arises, the
practice of dimming will be done away
with. Just what standard of light
will be introduced, of course, had not
been decided yet. That remains to be
worked out.”

DRIVING LICENSES

Appointment of an examiner to
handle the issuing of driving licenses
is favored by Hon. Mr. Stewart. He
declares that if such a regulatiop is
introduced it probably would not ap-

.ply to people now operating cars: but
that it would affect only new appli-
sants. The Public Works Ministér ex-
pressezi himself as in favor of the prin-
; ciple tinderlying such a regulation. Pos-
sibly, a small fee could be charged to
cover the expense of such an examiner,
who in addition to these duties would
inspect all lighting on cars as well,
Hon. Mr. Stewart declares. These mat-
ters are only in a tentative stage yet,
but he declares the department is de-
sirous of taking a forward step in this

regard.
. GASOLINE TAX

The question of a gasoline tax was
discussed briefly. No announcement is
made regarding this. Your correspon-
dent learns, however, that this tax will
be introduced at the coming session.
There have been rumors even that the

amusement tax would be increased but
Fon. J. A. Leger, provincial secretary
treasurer, says the matter has never
been discussed by the Government.

N. B. Federation Takes up Sev-
eral Matters, With Premier

‘A recommendation that in the matter
of the proposed mothers’ allowance the
administration board consist of five
members, two of whom shall be womén,

was laid before the government meet-
ing here this morning by a large dele~
gation from the N. B. Federation of
Labor. Other recommendations in-
clude appointment of a provincial in-
spector and examining board for theatre
operators, need for the establishment of
old age pensions, publie ownership of
public utilities, a special salés tax on
mail order houses, that scribblers be
added to the list of free school books,
.opposition to any increase in the amuse-
ment tax, endorsation of a bill respect-
ing industrial disputes, complete re-
drafting of the Factories Act, and rep-
representative of labor on all public

boards.
: AMUSEMENT TAX.

Respecting the reported increas:" in
the amusement tax, the delegates point-
ed out when this:‘tax was first placed
on amusements it was the general
opinion it was done as a war measure
and that the people were looking for
abolition of this rather than any in-
crease.

PREMIER REPLIES,

Replying to the delegation, Premier
Baxter said the Government was mov-
ing with respect to better fire protec-
tion for theatre operating booths, but
that he personally did not see much
'-point in creating a licensed class.

Regarding the special sales tax on
mail order houses, he told the delega-
tion that sponsors of this resolution
would appear before the Government
next Tuesday and they could support
them if they so desired. Concerning
the Workmen’s Compensation Board,
the Premier declared the Government
had no amendments under considera-
tion, but if any were proposed labor
would be given ample time to consider
such. Regarding free scribblers, he
said he would take this up with the
chief superintendent of education. He
said there would be revision of the
Factory Act and asked for detailed
suggestions.

NO HOPE OF REDUCTION.

Respecting the amusement tax, the
Premier informed the delegates that
the government could not hold out any
hope of reduction in this or in any
other department of the public service.
The province, he said, had a heavy
bonded debt and every addition to it
lessened the revenue available for pub-
lic service. The government was earn-
estly considering every step in the way
of raising revenue.

Mr. Tighe thanked the Premier for
the courteous treatment accorded them
and said he realized the government
faced heavy financial problems.

URGE 9-HOUR DAY
FOR LUMBERMEN

N. B. Labor Federation Passes
Resolution For Presentation
to Govt.

" By Staff Correspondent

FREDERICTON, March 18—That
the government enact legislation at
this session or by order-in-council that
the maximum number of hours to be
worked in the lumbering industry in
the province shall not be more than
nine hours a day formed the subject
of a resolution passed at a meeting of
the Labor Federation this morning. The
preamble declares that men in this in-
dustry are forced to work 10 and more
hours a day and that it was against
the principles of humanity and de-
cency to take advantage and force them
te work such -hours. The ‘resolution
asks the Minister of Health and Labor
to hold a thorough investigation into
the source and wages in this industry.

Another resolution, directed against
the One Big Union with respect to the
Minto ‘'trouble, was passed. as follows:

Whereas, the executive council of the
government has. appointed a commis-
sion of inquiry into the industrial con-
ditions involving the employes of the
Minto Coal Company; and

Whereas, the attitude of the govern-

ment in this regard is, in the opinion |

of this Federation, deserving of com-
mendation; and

Whereas, the One Big Union advo-
cates have .apparently’ been. -active, in
the situation and have apparently been
recognized by the inquiry -commission
in the presentation‘of the case for the
men; therefore be it :

Resolved, that -'this Federation of
Labor urge on. the executive council
of the government that the fullest pos-
sible support and encouragement be
given its commission, affording all pos-
sible opportunity’to a.proper and com-
plete presentation of the case for the
men by propertly acerédited represen-
tatives of the men to the exclusion of
the One Big Union; and be it

Further Resolved, that this Federa-
tion lend its full moral support to the
employers involved, to the end that
proper industrial conditions. may be es-
tablished.

Chamberlain Likely To Quit
As Result of Geneva Fiasco

LONDON, March 18—Foreign Sec-
retary Chamberlam, who got the rib-
bon of the Garter, the highest honor
a British subject can get, after the
Locarno treaties, is likely to resign as
a result of the Geneva fiasco. That is
the opinjon in best informed Unionist
circles here.

It was expected that he will face
parliamentary criticisms next Wednes-
day and remain in office a few weeks

in order to save his own face and that
of the government.

Other candidates
are the Earl of Birkenhead, Secretary
of State for India, who violently at-
tacked Chamberlain in a cabinet meet-
ing a fortnight ago for his desire to
enlarge the League Council and Col-
onial Secretary L. S. Amery.

At the Hotel Cecil, however, where
Premier Baldwin was to deliver an ad-
dress a man in the balcony hurled a
piece of fireworks down among the
diners. It struck a woman newspaper
reporter on the shoulder, dropped to
a table and fell to the floor pouring
out a volume of smoke and igniting
the carpet.

PANIC AVERTED.

There was no explosion but falling
emong the guests, many of them
women ‘wearing light dresses, it was
sufficiently alarming, and the presence
of mind of some of the guests alone
averted a catastrophe from fire and
panic. A rush for the doors already
had begun, but a calm authoritative
shout from some man, “Stay where
you are” checked the exodus and the
fire - was quickly extinguished.

One version is that the missile was
a small tube which emitted an acety-
lene flame. An Irish priest in the gal-
lery pointed out the miscreant to at-
tendants, and he was speedily hustled
out of the dining room and handed over
to the police.

INCIDENT UNNOTICED.

Nothing as yet has been ascertained
as to who ‘threw the pasteboard hox
containing the calcium carbide and a
piece of .tatred rope into the restaur-
ant where the Prince was having his
first St. Patrick’s Day dinner with
Irishmen. The incident did not at-
tract general notice, as there was
neither an explosion nor flame. The
box broke as it fell and its contents
were scattered over the figor. The
guests at the dinner were "quite un-
aware of the incident, which apparent-
ly was seen only by the doorkeeper
and a few other persons.

COPE WITH CANCER

German Scientist Hu Devxce to
Detect Scourge in Early
Stages

LONDON, March 18 — What is
claimed to be a distinct scientific ad-
vance in cancer research was announc-
ed at the meeting of .the Liverpool
cancer hospital yesterday by Dr. Mit-
chell. Dr. Mitchell says that a Ger-
man scientist, whose name he won’t
disclose, has made the discovery by
means of cleverly devised apparatus
which ‘ enables him, through the ex-
amination of a drop of blood, to de-
tect cancer in the early stages of any

organ of the body Further, by sim-|

liar blood tests six months after an
cperation, he is able to determine
whether or not the operatmn has been
successful in removing all traces of
cancer from the affected organs.

“The apparatus,” says Dr. Mitchell,
“consists of instruments for measur-
ing blood tests spectroscopically. Not

The lockout involves seven strong
unions which for two years have been
trying to obtain an increase in wages
amounting to approximately $5 a week.

United Pattern Makers Union, 10,000
members; Electrical Trades Union 15,
000 members; Workers’ - Union 64,000
members; National Union of General
