GRP ON CALIFORNIA

' Several Cities Unite in a Movement

te Put Trade Under Federal
Control

Some of the municipalities <on the
Pacific coast have taken steps to put the
fish industry under municipal control,
considerable progress having been made
in this respect by the cities of Seattle,
Wash.,, and Portland, Ore.,, says a San
Francisco.story. The fish catch of Cali-
fornia alone last year was valued at $15,~
000,000, and under a system of munipipal,
state, or federal control which is now
being worked out it is planned greatly
to increase the production and consump-
tion of fish and to reduce the present

‘prices from one-third to one-half.

It is charged that the California state
fish exchange law passed at the last ses-
sion of the legislature, which gave to the
state the ownership of all fish taken in
waters under the jurisdiction of the
state market director to fix maximum
prices for fish, has not been effective in
reducing prices.

Pointing out the fact that the price of
fish is about the same as that of beef and
mutton and in some instances higher,
and asserting that conditions of produe-
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tion should make it possible to sell fish
at prices greatly below the prices of
meat, the joint commiittee just appoint-
ed by several cities asserts.that there is
