Mr. Bell, continuing, said that the
floor beams as built, had an ample fac-
tor of safety for highway traftic and for
certain kinds of tramway traffic. 'Fhere
would be a weight of '9.36 tons on’ the
hangers; 4.7 tons on each. There should
never be a weight of more than three
tons per square inch put on the hangers.
He did“nét examine the broken hanger,
but he said he assumed it to be. shorn
in twe sections, -a pieee being missing.
If the two sides of the hanger hold sim-
nltaneously, Mr. ' Bell -said, the- hanger
will hold double. The limit put ‘on a
hanger should be 9.36 tons. 'The break-
ing‘strdin of the hanger he put at 5,-
000 pounds. Upwards of 27,000 pounds
was the weight on the Gorge side hang-
er when the car was on it. 'Fhe break-
ing’ strain for one side of the link was
ghout 78,000 pounds. Someof the ma-
terial in’the bridge, witness said, was
gocd and some was not. Some of-the
hangers have been battered with a ham-
mer. Witaess said he would' not sput
more on a hanger than three tons to the
square inch. The bridge has been un-
dergoing a strain that it should not have
for a good many years. Such traffic as
has been put on this bridge must cause
the bridge.to deteriorate and bring it
down in a short time. He ‘thought ‘this
had been the cause of the bridge collap-
sing, ‘it being used for a purpos2 -~ for
which it was not designed. No bridz>
was stronger than its weakest poirt.
The bridge s not built .. secording” to
specifications, they calling for weldless
eyebars. those put- in being welded.
"The bridge has been going to destirae-
tior. ‘for a long time, and he could not
say what was the moderate cause of

the collapse, and be did not think any-,

one olse could. He could not locate the
broken floor beam. The life of the tun-
ter in the bridge, not counting fhe
floor beams, is about from eight to ten
years. The life of a floor beam is hard
to determine. If one floor beam was
rotter it would not necessarily throw
suspicion on the others. T'he timber in
the bridge was all in good order excapt
the floor beams. He did not notice
whether the top chords were out of line.
When the bridge was taken over the
strain sheet should have been checked
or a new,one .made. The hip vertical
which he saw with an old break wou!d
have been detected, he thought, in an in-
spection. He did not consider this class
of bridge to be good engineering. He
would not put a hanging Hoor in a
bridge. In railway bridges the practice
of ‘having suspended floors has been
abandoned for many years. 1t is not a
good principle; it i€ a mantrap. No
Furopean engineer, would build 2
bridge with a hanging floor. None oI
these floor beams should be allowed to
pass more than three or four years
without . inspection. The broken tioor
beam he saw had an abrasion in the
side as if it had been struck by another
timber. A floor beam falling should not
bring down the bridge. The rails and
stringers §hould hold it a good deal. Un
a bridge’built with the same floor sys-
tem as ¥ at Rat Portage a whole
panel drepped out while a train was
passingewer; it did not cause that
bridge toé®ollapse. During the last 12
or.14 yeass there has been very mary
accidents i’ connection with bridges of
this chardcter. The reason that thie
kind of bridge has-ceased to be built, he
thonght, was on account of this.

'The jury desired to recall Mr. Wilmot
but it was found that he was sick, and
an’ adjournment was was made until
this morning.

Mr. Wilmot this morning was reealled.
He -said that he had not absolute con-
trol of his department. It was the cus-
tom of the chairman of committees to
give directions as to the works coming
under the various committees.

sulted as to the employment of his sub-,
 ordinates, but it is not the custom to
consult him in the matter. he fore-

council. Mr. Wilson reports through
him " to the council. He had So many
duties that he would not have tiine to.
superintend a thorough inspection of a
bridge. If hé was placed in full control
of his: department it would greatly help
him to carry out his duties to the sat-
isfaction of himself and his employers.
Since he had been in the employ of the
city he had taken no vacation, nor had
he asked for it. He said he had no
time-for vacation. ‘He generally stay=d
in his office on Saturday - afternoons.
He had now te do a great deal of de-
tail work which usually fell to an as-
gistant. This detail work took up time
aud interfered - with his professional
work, s :
Mr. Wilson, inspector of streets and
bridges, recalled. said that he had taken
control over the bridges by virtue of a
letter from the city clerk, whieh stated
thgt he  was to take charge of the
bridges under - the city engineer, Mr.
Wilmot. He received the letter on May
2§th He understood that his instruc-
tions were fo come from Mr. Wilmot.

DID NOT COMMIT SUICIDE.

Maurice de ILopatecki’s Death Was
From’ Natural  Causes.

It appears that the San Francisco pa-
pers wére in error in stating that Count
de Lopatecki had committed suicide.
The Los Angeles Herald of a recent
date gives the following account of the
coroner’s inquest, which shows that
death resulted from inflammation of the
brain: : :

“An inquest was held yesterday on
the body of Maurice de Lopatecki, the-
exiled Pole, who died in the receiving
hospital on Friday afternocon. Dr. Bry-
ant made the post morten examination
by which it was ascertained that death
had resulted from inflammation of the
brain. The disease had been coming on
for some time, and was undoubtedly the
listlessness and . apathy
which had been displayed for some time
and was evidenced by his lying asleep
in a partial stupor for about twenty
hours out of the day. A verdict of
death from natural causes wus rendered
by the jury. The body will be held for
burial until Monday in the hope of hear-
ing from Lopatecki’s relatives “in Po-
land. ~ Deceased ** was possessed of a
small property on/Temple street, which
will ‘be taken in charge by the public
administrator.

The jury empanneied to enquire into
the cause of the Point Ellice bridge dis-
aster last evening brought in the follow-
ing verdict:

“We, the undersigned members of the
coroner’s jury empanélled to inquire Anto
the cause of the death of Harry Talbat,
George Farr and others, being duly sworn,
find as follows, in accordance with the oath
adminjstered, and in accordance with the
evidence produced before us, to wit:

“That the said Harry Talbot, George"
Farr and others came :to their death by
drowning, the result of the accident whica
befell the Point Ellice bridge at or about
two o’clock of the afternoon of Tuesday,
the 26th day of May last;

«“That the said accident was the result
of the sudden collapse of the eastern Whip-
ple truss of the said bridge, and ‘was
caused by the weight of car No. 16 of the
Consolidated Electric Railway Company
and its immense load of passengers, which
was in ecess of the capacity of the bridge
in question as origina: constructed, and
that the said Consolidated Electric Raillway
Company is guilty of negligence t hav-
ing taken proper precautions accor -

“That car No. 16 was dangerousiy
loaded with engers, and in the interest
of public ety it ‘is imperative fhat res-
trictions should be  imposed upon the
traffic of this and similar corpoiaticns ia
the future.

“Furthermore, it ‘iz manifestly the duty
of all corporations of this kind who a.e

to see that all roads and bridges over
which it passes are in a safe condition, and
to take such steps as are necessary to en-
sure this-condition of things being carriea
on. by the proper authorities

*That the said bridge being within the !
limits of the city of Victoria, the city :
council having assumed control of the said
Point Ellice bridge, it was manifestly their
duty to the publie to maintain it in a pro-
per state of repair and efficiency, and to
take steps to restrict:the traffic of the |
said railway company within the limits of
safety to the structure, and consequently
of the public;

“That if they do not possess this power
legally, it was and is ‘their duty to obtain
this power by legislation accordingly, as it |
is to the mayor and couuncil that the
citizens look for protection in matters cf
this kind against the imposition and abuses
of corporations enjoying. privileges within
the city for their profittand advantage;

‘““That the bridge in question was ade-
quate in strength to the ordinary traffic for
which it was construeted and was und'r
ordinary ecircvmstances suitable for the or-
dirary railway traffic for which the rail-
way company obtained permission to use it |
from the government department for whom |
it was constructed; but the design was
poor, the system of construction obselete,
and th® confract was net carried out ac-
cording to specifications by tue ¢oniractors,

“We desire to call ,attention to and to
condemn the system of publie woirks which
has been and we beliecve now is ia vogue
in the public works department of theé city.
We find that the city engineer and heacs
of departments under him who should be |
held personally responsible for the good and
efficient execution of the details of their |
departments, are so hampered and inter-
fered with by untechnical, elective superi-
ors, that they-are without authority neces-
sary to carry on their work, and are conse-
queéntly without responsibility, which is cer-
tainly not conducive to good results.

“We further find oeccasion, in the inter-
ests of public safety to'call attention to the
fact that the government department under
which this bridge was constructed did not
exercise proper supervision over the cou-
struction of the. same, parficulaely in the
matter of ironwork. We find that the spec-
ifications call for weldless iron.” but that tne
ironwork is in dlmjost &ll cases welded, and
in many cases'of inferior (}uality, and that

d2l for ‘n 1he
specifications is an unknewn quantity.

“It is quite evident from the evide ce
produced before us, that the primary cause
of the accident was the breaking of one
certain iron hanger, siown as nuifber 5 on
the diagram produced “in evidence, res:lt-
ing finally in the collapse of the bridge;
said hanger being part of the original con-
struction. Y

“We find therefore, that the Consolidated
Electric . Railway Companv . are primar y
responsible for the accident, aud that the
city eouncil is guilty of contributory negli-
gence,
