London, July 31.—A dispatch received

It now appears that. Generals Prinsloo,
Villiers and Grother “surrendered with
986 men, 1,432 horses, 9556 rifles and @&
Krupp nine-pounder. Some of the lead-
ers in more distant parts of the hills
hesxtate to come in on the plea that they
are independent of Gen. Prinsloo.
