Notable in the platforinis a plank ask­
ing for the immediate abrogation of the 
Alaskan modus vivendi and settlement 
of the dispute at once by an interna­
tional tribunal.

The only names to come before the 
convention as candidates were those of 
Clarke and C. M. Woodworth, a lawyer. 
Clarke is editor of the Klondike Miner, 
which he has run for a year. Others 
whosô names were prominently men­
tioned before the convention got down 
to work were : W. A. Beddoe, editor of 
the Dawson News; Dr. Alfred Thomp­
son, who lacked but 17 votes last winter 
of being elected mayor of Dawson, and 
Dr. H. Clcndennin, a physician and 
miner from Gold Bottom.

The party which nominated Clarke, 
while against the present administra­
tion in an unqualified attitude, has not 
assumed the name of Conservatives or 
any o’tlier Dominion political party, but 
styles itself the opposition party. The 
opposition is aimed at the government 
party.

The election must be held before the 
,first of January, and gradually the situa­
tion is becoming more tense, and a 
lively campaign may be expected. Five 
members to the Yukon council are also 
to be elected this fall, and another 
campaign or one simultaneous with that 
for the selection of a member of par­
liament will be held before the first of 
the year.

Clarke, the opposition candidate for 
parliament, is perhaps the most striking 
character the Klondike has ever produc­
ed in any way aside from the Klondike 
kings who have become world-wide 
characters. He is 32 years old and hails 
from Brockville, Ontario. For a long 
time he was in the gold commissioner’s 
office here, under the first regime, and 
of later years has been a stenographer, 
an unflagging and unremitting political 
agtator and worker, and for a year 
editor of the Weekly Klondike Miner, 
which espouses chiefly the cause of 
labor and the fight in general against 
the Ottawa administration of the Yukon 
and the acts of local officials. Several 
libel suits have been brought againsk 
Clarke here, but he has been victorious 
in nearly all respects. He is an inde­
fatigable worker, a shrewd organizer, 
and yet has a few enemies because of 
the unqualified words he employe in 
walking rough-shod into nearly all 
issues.

If Clarke wins, Ottawa will have a 
character no less notable and enthusi­
astic in politics than James Hamilton 
Lewis and others who have attracted 
the attention of the American congress 
within recent years.

The Yukon opposition party platform 
calls for, in substance: A whole elective 
Yukon council; better code on Yukon

lands; regulations to be made under 
Yukon Governor regarding mining; abol­
ition of payment of money in lieu of 
assessment work on claims ; encourage­
ment of ownership of mines by work­
men; forcing work on placer ground 
after reasonable time; all placer ground, 
whether covered by concession or' not, 
to be open to the miner; opening of all 
concessions containing placer ground ; 
investigation as to how present 
«ions in Yukon were obtained, and if 
by fraud; abolition of excessive taxes 
and monopolies of trade; encourage­
ment of industries; ending of Alaskan 
boundary modus vivendi 
settlement of dispute by international 
tribunal; abolition of party spoils sys­
tem for better government; investiga­
tion of Yukon postal and^ telegraph ser­
vice to decent and fair conditions; 
Assay office for Dawson and banking 
methods to be Inquired into forthwith; 
export tax on gold to be declared unjust, 
unconstitutional and abolished; steps to 
exclude nil Oriental labor from Yukon; 
government to be requested to assist 
the prospector to develop the country.

TRADE SITUATION IN
THE NEW COLONIES

A New Direct Line of Steamers Offers 
Splendid Opportunity for Business 

With South Africa.

The pacification of South Africa, and 
the establishment of a direct line of 
steamers, has naturally caused the Can­
adian manufacture!» and shippers to ex­
amine the conditions which surround the
ntw field of trade and commerce, and

It ismany inquiries are being made, 
desirable that those conditions should be 
generally known, and it is not amiss to 
recall the fact that two years ago a Dom­
inion agent was sent to the Cape to ex­
amine and report. W. W. Moore has 
reported to the department of agricul­
ture at Ottawa, that he has conversed 
with leading importers at the great 
centres, and that the outlook is most 
promising. It is none too Boon for Can­
adians to wake up and do their utmost 
to obtain a good footing in the newly- 
anneaed country.

At the very moment when the song 
of peace thanksgiving was being sung in 
Pretoria, the publication branch of the 
agricultural department was issuing an 
article manifesting the wants of Great 
Britain’s newly-acquired subjects, and 
describing how Canada can opportunely 
meet; many of them more economically 
as well as more expeditiously than any 
of her competitors. This manifesto was 
necessarily lengthy, but not more so than 
the exigencies of the occasion, demanded.

The Canadian department of agricul­
ture has received many inquiries as to 
what South Africa requires and how it 
may best acquire it.

In the first place, South Africa re­
quires everything that Canada has to 
offer; and it requires it in two grades— 
the best thpn can be supplied in open 
competition at market price, and the best 
that can be supplied irrespective of 
price.

Naturally, the first must receive prim­
ary consideration, especially when the 
fact, is recalled that in the very year that 
war wus proclaimed the South African 
market turnover to the United States of 
America was eighteen million dollars. 
This was not the result of spasmodic 
effort, but the outcome of direct personal 
commercial representation for a series of 
years on the spot. To quote Mr. Moore, 
of the Dominion department of agricul­
ture, who was sent by the Hon. Sydney 
Fisher to ascertain all the details of 
South African trade relations and prac­
tices: “The magnitude and vaine of the 
South African market has been recog­
nized by the business houses of the 
United States for years past, and by per­
sistent efforts and good business tactics 
they have there built up a substantial 
trade.”

Business cannot be done in South 
Africa hv proxy any more than it can in 
India. Catalogues, circulars, pamphlets, 
bills, letters, soliciting business without 
a personal canvass and fair sized samples 

useless as mustard without meat. 
To do anything there a firm must know 
the conditions of trade and the local man­
ner of conducting business, and local 
traders must know, the standing and 
business methods of any firm before they 
will do business with them. Once get 
in the thin end of the wedge and the 
entire factory may follow, but getting 
the start in is the difficulty.

The United S ta tee. New Zealand, and 
Australia are all doing well in South 
Africa; then why should Canada be less 
successful ? Now the tide is at the 
flood, and if Canada neglect so great an 
opportunity to her apathy and indiffer­
ence must be attributed future failure. 
The. government of the Dominion, in her 
minister of agriculture, and her com­
missioner of agriculture and dairying, 
has acted promptly its part; it only re­
mains for her commercial men to act 
well their part, and South African pat­
ronage will not foil to , appreciate the 
bold and patriotic part the sons of Can­
ada Have taken in the war to uphold 
the right in the-Transvaal and in peace 
to supply- the domestic wants- of her 
populace.

What docs South Africa require that 
Canada can supply by our newly-organiz­
ed direct steamship line?

The colony of .Natal, of which Durban 
is the chief city and port, requires an­
nually $1,123,435 worth of flour, which 
is admitted free of duty, and as the first 
consignment of Canadian flour was land­
ed there during Mr. Moore’s visit, and 
proved satisfactory, in every respect, the 
dealers being so pleased with the quality 
that they dispatched repeat orders in 
Mr, Hoore’s presence, here is a staple 
commodity for which a stable demand 
exists. They require a hard spring 
wheat flour, and Canadian products will 
get the preference over those of other 
countries.

Natal consumes $106,360 worth of im­
ported cheese. Canadian Cheddars meet­
ing a ready sale. The 70 pound cheese 
will "do for Durban town trade, -but the 
country trade can only be commanded 
when each cheese does not exceed 20 
pounds in weight.

The same colony requires $435.710 
worth of Butter per annum. The 56 
pound box; will do for the local trade of 
Durban, but the interior trade will only 
touch tinned butter put np in one, two, 
or five pound tins respectively.

There is an import duty of 6 cents 
per pound pn both cheese and butter.

On bacon and hams the import duty is 
4 cents per ponnd. and $145,515 worth 
are required annually. Hitherto Can­
adian has been purehasd in London and 
Liverpool, and thence shipped to the col­
ony. Mr. Moore was Informed by sev­
eral grocers that Canadian bacon was 
the best on the Durban market, and it is 
preferred over all other kinds.

Cane Colonv. of which Capetown. East 
London, and Port Eliabeth are the dis­
tributing centres, the latter for the 
Orange River Colony, the Transvaal, and 
the northern part of Cape Colony, re­
quires at least $4.185,070 worth of 
wheat a year, the dnty on wheat being 1 
50 cents per hundredweight, but that on

flour is $1.12 cents per hundredweight, 
the extra impost being to encourage 
wheat milling in the colony, for they only 
require $368,690 worth of flour imported 
in the course of twelve months.

On cheese and. butter the import duty 
is 6 cents per pound. Of the former the 
colony requires $353,290 worth a year, 
and of the latter $818,855 per annum. 
While our 70 pound cheeses may be 
suitable for Capetown all other places 
demand small cheeses, not in any case 
exceeding 20 pounds each. Box butter 
may sell in Capetown, but nowhere else, 
the demand being for one, two and five 
pound tins. In bacon and hams the 

* wants are similar to those in Natal.
A few of the may other food products 

required which Canada can supply are 
potatoes,*dried and tinned fruits, canned 
meats, frozen and chilled meats, rolled 
oats, condensed milk, split peas and 
beans, tinned vegetables, British Colum­
bia tinned salmon and jams, and in in­
dustrial products all kinds of manufac­
tured articles.

So much for the articles that must 
encounter competitive prices. In the 
past “price” rather than “quality” has 
rulefl in South Africa, but this mainly 
applied to the up-country trade, because 
in the towns the well-to-do class want 
and must have a good article, price be­
ing a secondary consideration. But this 
feature of South African trade will, no 
doubt, become less prominent as the in­
terior becomes thickly settled and its in­
habitants more prosperous.

SHEEP AND PIGS.

Saturday’s attendance at the North 
and South Saanich Agricultural Society’s 
thirty-fifth annual exhibition was quite 
gratifying to the management, there be­
ing present a large number of .visit 
from the city and a good turnout of the 
farmers of the district.

The show in some respects excelled 
that held in former years, but, for all, 
might have been more representative of 
the district. There are several big stock 
farms in thé district that had not 
shown a single exhibit. As expected the 
exhibition demonstrated that the farm­
ers in the district have within the last 
few years made some big advances in 
the improvement of their herds. The 
cattle especially were pretty well repre­
sented in each class, there being a fair­
ly good showing of Durham, Jersey, 
Holstein, Ayreshires and graded cattle. 
One of the most attractive animals on 
the grounds was that of a monster bull, 
weighting 2,250 .pounds, and belonging to 
R. E. Knowles. This hull, as may be 
supposed, was a Durham, but while he 
was the largest there were a number 
of young animals which promised to 
equal, if not surpass, him in size, not a 
few being Eastern bred.

Next to the cattle, the best showing 
was made in horses. There was exhibit­
ed a splendid class of flight and heavy 
draught animals, and all looked in the 
pink of condition. Sheep, too, made a 
good display, as might be expected from 
the increased interest tiken in the rais­
ing of them throughout the district. But 
there was a poor exhibit* of hogs.

LOOKING FOR PULP LANDS.

Brother of Great British Journalist En 
Route to the Coast.

W. Harmsworth, brother of Alfred 
Harmsworth, the Napolean of Journal­
ism, is en rente to the coast for the pur­
pose of looking for pulp lands. He is 
accompanied by Messrs. M. Hector and 
Geo. Manson. He has also conferred 
with a number of newspaper proprietors 
of the United States, and it is altogether 
likely that the great resources of his 
noted brother are behind whatever pro­
ject he has in view. There is no under­
taking too extensive for Alfred Harms­
worth to take up. Interviewed in the 
Bast, Mr. Harmsworth said:

“There would not be any reason fk>r 
surprise if in ten years Canada was sup­
plying most of the paper not only in the 
United States and En gland, ' but even in 
the world. The supply of pulp in the 
United States is now being rapidly con­
sumed, and then the big newspapers 
of that country will have to look to Can­
ada. But then your supply can be made 
so great that yon will be a i.ie to cater 
for the greater portion of the trade of 
the world.

“Though the tariff of the Unified 
States is at the present time a rather high 
one, there is not any reason to worry 
about it, for the proprietors of the big 
newspapers in that country will be even 
more anxious to have it reduced than 
the manufacturers in Canada. You see 
the proprietors, owing to the large papers 
they arc issuing all the time, will be the 
first to realize the importance of what 
even half a cent a ton will mean to them, 
and as they will have to get the paper 
they will insist on the government low­
ering the tariff.

“We have already visited a number of 
the pulp centres in the province of Que­
bec, and spent quite a little time at both 
Grand Mere, and Shawinigan. The 
plants at.bofji places are.vpry perfect 
ones and there is no reason ih the world 
why in a short time they should not be 
doing a much larger business than at pre­
sent.

E. O. S. Scholefield, librarian of the 
legislative library, has lately added to 
the collection of old volumes and 
scripts, under his charge, a number of 
most interesting books. One set consists 
of over one hundred volumes of the An­
nual Register published in London 
nually since the year 1758. The collec­
tion was picked up by Mr. Scholefield in 
a little to_wn in the United States, and 
was obtained for the comparative trifle 
of $100.

A most interesting book which he se­
cured a few months ago was one pub­
lished in 1040, and entitled “Speeches 
and Passages of the Great and Happy 
Parliament.” Some true Loyalist has 
amended the title in pen and ink to read 
the “Wicked, Rebellious, Bloody, Black 
and Unhappy Parliament.” This volume 
contains the speeches of many of the 
worthies of that memorable house, in­
cluding that of Earl Strafford, delivered 
to the lords in the tower when they 
to escort him to his death. It also ___ 
tains, In a separate chapter, a “collec­
tion of speeches made by Sir Edward 
Dering, knight and baronet, in matter 
of religion, some printed formerly and 
divers more now added, all of tiiem re­
vised for the vindication of his name 
from wicked and wilful calumnies, and 
by the same Sir E. Dering new 'sub­
ject to public view and censure upon 
the urgent importunity of manv, both 
gentlemen and clergy.”

The travelling library system which 
was inaugurated several years ago by 
Hon. J. H. Turner, has proved a most 
beneficial thing, and when five sets now 
being dispatched are completed there 
will be forty of these libraries in circu­
lation.

STRANGE DOUBLE LIFE

Disclosed By Death Which Came Sud­
denly on a Man Known By Two 

Names.

A sensation has been caused through­
out the West of England by the discov­
ery by the accident of death that Mr. 
Edmund Hall, an ■ accountant and bee­
keeper, who had resided for 10 years at 
Oborne, a little village a mile from Sher­
borne, Dorset, was in reality 
Edmund Carter Plant, C. B., 
commanding the 2nd Gloucester 
teers, R. E., master at Clifton College, 
with a residence and, until 1900, a wife 
in Bristol.

Tbe story of the discovery is worth 
telling.

Mr. Edmund Hall had lived at Oborne 
without anyone suspecting that the “ac­
countant” had another side to his life. 
He went away from home on business, 
but no one was surprised at that. When 
he was at home he was noted for his 
interest in bee-keeping.

Curiously enough, that is not one of 
tile “recreations” which “Who’s Who” 
gives as preferred by Col. Edmund 
Plant. Mr. Hall, who was about 60, 
went over one afternoon to the farm of 
Mr. Rya 11, of North Wootton, in order 
to “drive” some bees After this ppera- 
tion he was sitting at tea with Mr. 
Ryall and his own little son, who had 
accompanied him. Suddenly he got up 
from the tea-table, and remarking, “I’m 
going to faint,” fell forward and im­
mediately expired.

An inquest was held next day, and 
the jury returned a verdict of “Death 
from- natural causes,” viz., heart dis­
ease.

Next mominfi the Bristol.... paper ap­
peared with long obituary'notices of 
Colonel Edmund Plant, C. B„ who was 
decorated.in 1897 for his services to the 
volunteer movement. This gentleman 
was a Hampshire man who settled in 
Bristol in 1861, first as a science master 
at the old Trade and Mining : school -itt 
Nelson street, and subsequently at Cllfv1 
ton College. It was in 1874 that he took 
over command of the Bristol Engineers 
as major, and devoted himself to rais­
ing it to its present high state of effici­
ency. At his suggestion a cadet corps 
was started at Clifton College, and at­
tached to the Engineer battalion. The 
regiment when he took command had 
dwindled to four companies, and rose by 
his efforts to eight companies, besides 
the Clifton Cadets. His authority as a 
volunteer officer was recognized not onlv 
by the C. B., but by his being selected 
to command the Engineer volunteer bri­
gades at the Jubilee review in 1887 He 
was married in 1565 to Miss Frances 
Colchester, of Ashleworth, Gloucester, 
a lady who died in January, 1900 

The manner in which Col. Plant’s death 
was announced, was vague. It was 
stated in a Bristol newspaper that he 
died quite suddenly in Dorsetshire,, 
where he was spending his sutfliner fioib 1

None of the newspapers mentioned the 

village, but all stated that he died sud­
denly while at tea. This resemblance 
to the death of Mr. Edmund Hall was at 
first noticed as curious in Sherborne, 
and there was still more interest'd rotiitied 
when the news came that Mr. 'Èdniünd 
Hail, instead of being buried with his 
two sons in Oborne churchyard, was to 
be buried at Bristol.

The upshot of the whole thing was the 
discovery that “Edmund Hall" and Col. 
Plant were the 
anxiety to maintain the secret of Col. 
Plant’s double life, the name of “Ed­
mund Hall” was engraved on the coffin 
plate, which was removed to Bristol In- 
tram.

It was in this single coffin that in 
Arne’s Vale cemetery, Bristol, two iden­
tities were buried, 
was covered! with a Union Jack, and the 
inscription on the plate was: “Edmund 
Carter Plant, C. B., Colonel Bristol ’En­
gineers. Died 1st September, 1902. 
Aged CO years.”

The helmet and sword of the deceased 
were placed on the coffin,, as well as his 
C. B. and V. D. badges, and there 
numerous lieautiful wreaths and flowers. 
The gun carriage was drawn by eight 
black horses, and was followed by the 
charger usually ridden by the deceased.

There were no mourning coaches. The 
chief mourner was the brother of the 
deceased. Col. A. U. Plant, who wore 
his uniform, and followed on foot. The 
Lord Mayor of Bristol sent his carriage, 
and there were dense crowds of onlook-

The reasons for this strange double life 
so long maintained have not been dis­
closed, but it is stated that the dead 
man’s surviving children at Oborne were 
entirely unaware of liis real identity un­
til after his death.

AVALANCHE BREAKERS.

In Switzerland the people have entered 
upon effective plans to defeat the avalanche 
in its devastating work. No more need the 
traveller be told, “Beware the awful ava­
lanche,” for these rolling, pitching, sliding 
bodies of snow that accumulate into masses 
of destruction are now broken up before 
they gain a dangerous amount of material 
or velocity sufficient to make them danger­
ous. Along the mountain sides, where ava­
lanches form, earthworks in the form o&4a 
V are constructed, with their points up­
ward, and when the moving masses of 
snow come in contact with them they are 
broken apart and so deflected as to be ren­
dered harmless.
