I believe prohibition brought about in 
a certain community by moral suasion 
would be good.

Dr. MacLeod—If the sentiment of the 
people would support [ rohibiuon would it 
be good ?

Ans.—The way I look at it, the people 
would not get up to this point. If it could 
be brought about generally by the free will 
of the people, it would bo good, If four- 
tilths of the people were favorable to 
prohibition I don’t think—being enacted—it 
would educate the other fifth. The Scott 
Act is probably better enforced iu the coun­
try than in the city. There is more senti­
ment in the country.

Mr. S. W. Crabbe, hardware merchant, 
believed the Scott Act did great good, and 
waa strongly in favor of prohibition. He 
was a member of the City Council. The 
present Council was iu favor of carrying out 
the law, but at times before the rearrange­
ment of the waids the minority of the 
people had a majoiity of the councillors op­
posed to the Scott Act,- which then was not 
properly enforced.

Mr. T. Morris, brewer and liquor dealer, 
had sold as much liquor during the Scott 
Act time as befoxe or since, though ho had 
to be careful to whom he sold, and the 
quality of the ale waa weaker. It was 
called hop beer. The Scott Act had not 
been enforced.

Mr. James Ross, legislative councillor for 
two years, was opposed to license on prin­
ciple and preferred free rum. If prohibiton 
was carried in the Dominion he believed it 
could be as well enforced in the provinces 
wh ch gave a majority against it as in those 
which gave a majority in. its favor.

Mr. E. McDougall, liquor dealer, testified 
that Ilia business had increased since the 
Scott Act was repealed, but had been less 
profitable. He had discontiriuud business 
when the Act was first enforced, but re­
sumed, as the leading citizens disapproved 
of tbe Act as against public sentiment. 
The Act was enforced ôr not according to 
public feeling at the time, and selleis 
guided themselves accordingly. He favored 
a strict license law, but held that when 
people were better educated, restriction of 
the traffic would ba no longer needed. 
People were now being educated to that 
point by temperance societies and churches.

Rev. Mr. Simpson presented a statement 
from the Anglican e’ergymen iu Gothenburg, 
Sweden, re the working of the Gothenburg 
system, which had reduced drunkt-nesa 50 
par ceut.

Mr. Alex. McKinnon strongly favored a 
general prohibition la’-ÿ, and Mr. John 
Quirk doubted the possibility of enforcing 
prohibition.

ШІвжЖяйШA clergyman who, last year, threatened to 
startle the town with the results of certain 
observations lie was conducting upon a 
neighbour’s premises, which could be brought 
under his view by means of a combination of 
some peculiar mirror, or other arrangement 
of glasses, aud whose “startlers” have not 
yet materialised, gave his congregation “a 
taste of his quality” last Sunday evening in 
the form of a sermon or address gon the sub­
ject of the Scott Act. Our reporter was uot 
one of the revereud gentleman’s auditors and 
we are, therefore, not in a position to know 
exactly what he said, but if the address con­
tained the matter upon which we have since 
heard adverse and wouueiing comments by 
thosa who listened to it, our reverend 
friend may congratulate himself on occupy­
ing a very unique position as pastor of a 
congregation which embraces some of the 
brightest people of the town, who, as a 
matter of course, differ in their views of the 
subject to which their parsou gives so much 
of his attention. He seems to have referred 
in the most contemptuous manner to citizens 
of Chatham who signed the petition asking 
that the subject of the revocation of the 
Scott Act might bo submitted to the electors 
of the county at the polls, but aa personalities 
are largely the weapons of people of his class, 
it may be assumed that these references did 
him and, perhaps, his position as pastor 
more harm than the persons against whom 
they were so uncharitably directed. It із 
a pity that any public teacher should thus, 
inferentialiy lead in an attack upon any 
class of citizens while in the exercise of their 
rights as such, and we cannot help' thinking 
that when this misguided and fanatical per­
son made nee of the pulpit of which he is, at 
best, but a temporary occupant, to fulminate 
agaiust members of the community who are 
quite as intelligent,conscientious and correct 
in their daily lives as lie, he simply abused 
his position, to the detriment of interests of 
which he is in a great measure the responsible 
custodian for the time being, ami that 
ought to be much nearer to his heart than 
those in which he seems to have become so 
fully absorbed.

We understand that a portion of the re­
markable pulpit address r4ferred to was on 
the financial aspect of the Scott act ques­
tion and that the preacher attempted to 
show that the increase of taxation upon the 
ratepayers of the community which followed 
the advent of the act was a mere bagatelle, 
etc. In reference to that branch of the 
subject, it is right' that the ratepayers 
should be well informed, and know that 
their increase of taxation, after the Scott 
act came in force, waa about sixty cents 
per head per year. T-his is demonstrated by 
a statement furnished by the Secretary- 
Treasurer of the County, showing the 
amount of County contingent assessmant for 
ten years previous to the Scott act being in

A HARDWARERespecting the assessment question, it may 
be well to remember that the Council forgot 
to order an assessment this year to pay the 
Scott Act inspector’s salary, which will have 
to be assessed next year. If the Act is not 
repealed and the services of the inspector 
are continued, the two years’ assessments 
for his salary, $1000, will have to be added 
to next year's taxes.

We observe, in this connection, that the 
Advocate publishes some entirely misleading6’ 
figures respecting the revenue that has been 
derived from aud the expenses inquir­
ed for Scott Act prosecutions. It is 
known to those who are well-informed on 
the subject that the saUiy of the inspector 
represents only a fraction of the expense of 
the prosecutions that are go-ng on. 
true, for instance, that some of those 
fined hive been iu j iil and the county has 
those bills to pay, but they' do not appear 
in the account.

It will be remembered also that at the 
last meeting of Cbuucil a $25 fee waj| order­
ed to be paid to Hon. A. G. Blair for argu­
ment in tbe Ericsson Scott Act case.

There was also a bill of $176.74 for wit­
nesses’ and constables’ fees in Scott Act 
cases.

Then Councillor Robert Murray’s bill of 
$274.97 was presented aud passed. That 
was for himself, principally, for conducting 
prosecutions, although it included $30 for 
Mr. Currie, another lawyer. Councillor 
Murray
whether this amount covered his whole 
bil1, when lie looked at his questioner with 
an expression of “do you take me for a 
farmer from Otnabog ?” and replied that 
the $274.97 included only his fees in cases 
that had been settled. When he was furth­
er questioned as to how much lie was mak­
ing out of the-business, ho said Ilia arrange­
ment with Mr. Menzies, the inspector, was 
that, he should have $10 for first day and 
$10 for second and $5 for third at trials 
under the Act, but, he regretfully added, 
notliHtv for further adjournments.

Themcame the Inspector’s bill of 34.24 
for expanses and $250 f r his half yeai’s 
salary.

When the other side of the account way 
called the official report says :— jr

“Coun. Murray explained that Policé 
Magistrate MoCulky had paid ia $588 and 
there was much more not settled, but repre­
sented by pending cas -s, notes, etc , so 
there were two sides to the account to be 
shown and one would, of cours.’, practically 
balance the other.”

Act magis­
trate, no other being iu favor with the

Mr. Murray’s law expenses alona absorbed 
within a fraction of one half the full amount, 
and it is not difficult to undeistand how 
much more than the receipts will be required 
to pay witnesses,constables,prisoners’ board, 
magistrates’ expenses, etc., all of which the 
County’s next year’s assessment will ' mure 
fully develop. If, as the Advocate says, 
only ,$1,050 out of $2,01)0 of tinea imposed 
since the present inspector Vas appointed, 
haVe been collected, the assessment for the 
deficiency will have to be a “startler.” Wo 
give official figures aud official statements 
from the County records, and they will be 
found much more reliable than the cooked 
anil “prophetic” statistics of the party who 
are using up their funds4 in the hired 
“squib” department of our esteemed but 
very credulous ct ntemporary.

AIL GOODS WARRANTED.Four of the crack boats of the Miarmichi 
Yacht Club—the Kilbride, Kittoch, Calypso 
and Maud—sailed a very interesting and 
pretty race ou Thursday last in Chatham 
harbor.

1889 At the sitting of the Prohibition Commis­
sion at Charlottetown the testimony was 
in some respects more satisfactory as a basis 
of comparison of liquor consumption under 
the Scott Act and free sale, than in the 
larger provinces where testimony bearing on 
those points was mote difficult to obtain.

Collector of Customs Currio submitted 
statements showing that 43,012 gallons of 
alcoholic liquors . were entered for consump­
tion for one year and a half, ending Decem- 
qer 1890. In the later period of the Scott 
Act 43,012 gallons, including 34,292 gallons 
of spirits, as compared with 43,370 gallons 
including 35,572 gallons of spirits, under free 
sale. The quantity entered for consumption 
in 1887 was 33,923 gallons; 1S8S-9 30,357 
gallons;’ 1889-90, 30,124 gallons, all Scott 
Act years. XVitnesi testified as to the en­
forcement of the Scott Act, stating that not 
four out of ten supporting it failed to drink 
iile diol during the exi teuce of tbe Act.
The present free trade, with police regula­
tions, was better than the Scott Act. He 
declared that to attempt prohibition at 
present wouhf be folly, аз it could not be 
enforced and wool 1 lead to increased smug­
gling and illicit stills. He did not think baI* 
the vigorous enforcement of the Sc-tt Act 
diminished drinking to any great extent.
He knew of men who voted for the Scott 
Act but still drank. Some had so much 
wine stowed in their o=llars before that 
they did not need to violate the law. 
Drinking was less respectable now than 
thirty or forty years ago. He favored a 
strict license law, and the punishment of the 
seller and consumer both for violation of it.
He believed a man was never better physi­
cally and mentally than wheu he drank no 
liquor, . but it would be utter fully in the 
p:eseufc temper of the people to attempt to 
c irry on prohibition.

Rev. Mr. Fisher, Giand Patriarch of the 
Sons of Temperance, could not explain how, 
when the report of the Grand Division said 
drunkenness had greatly increased after the 
Scott Act was repealed, the Customs returns 
showed only an increase of 358 gallons.

Mr. M, P. Hogan,' lumber merchant, 
thought the Scott Act was as well enforced 
as the ofrkers could do it, but half the com­
munity were opposed to it. Farmers were 
unable to got accommodation iu places which 
had been licensed, and that injured trade; 
and people did not like to testify against 
their neighbors who sold liquor illegally.

Rev.^1 \V. XV. Brewer spoke of the good 
work done by the Harbour Light Associa­
tion, which worked for temperance and 
moral reform. He was favorable to prohi­
bition, and altogether opposed to license, 
lie quoted the deliverance of the Methodist 
Church iu f avor of the use of unfermented 
wine for sacramental purposes.

Rev. A. McAulty. priest, said:—I dont 
think the Scott Act had the effect of ttop­
ping liqùor selling. In the opinion of the 
majority it restricts natural rights and is 
uot supported by pub ic sentiment. I don’t 
think tho officers enforced the law. It did 
not stop diuukness. It created perjury and 
deceit. Low people without moral respoi si- 
bility took bold of the business, aud other 
si s besides drunkenness were committed.
I think the habitual violation of one law 
leads people to violate others as well. My 
idea is that good legislation an£ tempe;ance 
and religious woek together are needed to 
suppress drunkneês. Neither can be effec­
tive alone. I do not thii.-k the divine law 
-forbids the moderate use of wine or any of 
God’s woiks, or of any combination of them.
I look upon drunkness as the tin of the 
drunkard and not of the d i d;. If alcohol 
were essentially evil it would be oil to 
license it. I don’t think God has made 
anything essentially evil. Liquor muat be 
sold, so let us have the most restrictive law 
possible.

To Dr. MacLeod—1 consider the liquor 
of commerce God’s creature. I consider the 
effects of drinking are not good. The 
effects of the driuk trade have in the main 
been bad.
