present you In the parliament of Can­
ada — since then we have seen many 
stirring events — governments have 
succeeded governments, and in their 
turn ceased to exist, both at Ottawa 
and In our own province. Leaders of 
governments and party passed away 
in the usual course of events, railways, 
oanals and other public works created 
by either side of politics have develop­
ed Canada and brought her to a front 
place in the eyes of the world, both 
contributing their share to its great­
ness,’although differing in opinion, but 
always united in the earnest desire for 
the success of Canada and the empire 
Of Great Britain.

tion — a home for Britons when they 
thoroughly realize what we have to 
offer them. Here in Rothesay we have 
experienced many changes in thirty 
yeais that I have lived in your midst 
to see. As states have changed and 
altered, so have we here in our small 
sphere, and today I am almost the old­
est resident in the village. Homes 
have disappeared for one reason or an­
other and the law of life has made its 
Inroads amongst us, leaving only the 
sunny memories and pleasant recol­
lections of those we loved.

Rev. A. W. Daniel prefaced the read­
ing with a statement of his great 
pleasure in taking part In the exer­
cises and then read the following ad­
dress:
To Senator the Honorable James Dom­

ville:
It affords us great pleasure to con­

gregate here tonight on an occasion 
such as this. In 1872, When a young 
man, you entered on the threshold of 
public life. This country at that time 
recognized In you one whom they 
could look to as their leader in publie 
affairs, and In the high responsible 
position as our representative in the 
parliament of Canada, In which you 
were placed, you have endeavored to 
discharge your duties to the best of 
year ability, resulting In credit to 
yourself and country.

Like others who have endeavored to 
serve the state, your path has not al­
ways been strewn with roses. You 
have had, in a long parliamentary 
career, your pleasant hours of vic­
tories and less pleasant hours of de­
feat.

But through the turmoil of public 
life your fidelity to the trust we Im­
posed upon you, as a young and un­
tried man, speaks louder than words, 
and today, after having passed through 
many a political storm, by your work 
■and energy you have contributed your 
share to the great success of Canada, 
which has brought her to the proud 
(position she now enjoys in the van­
guard of national life.

During your long career you have 
done much to Improve the conditions 
of the people. The inauguration of the 
military grounds at Sussex, and the 
establishing of a training school for 
this province, where our young men 
are taught the art of war, will stand 
as a monument to your name. By your 
energies you have secured for us the 
excellent postal service and various 
other privileges we now enjoy.

When you entered on your public 
career, the great experiment of con­
federation of Canada was in its in­
fancy as to her vast empire since 
achieved. You have the proud distinc­
tion of being one who has done his 
part towards the great work of Imper­
ialism, and have lived to see It real­
ized. Having so faithfully performed 
your duty to the people in parliament, 
our Sovereign has called you to a 
more useful sphere of action, and today 
you occupy the honorable position of 
a member of the Canadian senate.
' We realize that whatever the future 
may have in store for our country, we 
have in you one who will honestly 
strive to serve Canada and to main­
tain the integrity of the Empire.

It must be gratifying to you in the 
extreme, that, being placed above the 
arena of political strife, you are able 
to point with proud satisfaction to the 
fact that you have been able to win 
and hold the friendship of the 
munlty, regardless of politics, 
we ask you to please accept this gold­
headed cane as a very slight token of 
our esteem, and trust you will long be 
spared to support and uphold in the 
senate of Canada the welfare of 
country.

I am sure, Mr. Chairman, the re­
in arks expressed here tonight voice 
the sentiment of this large gathering, 
and it Is no doubt a pleasing tribute 
to the life-long work of our esteemed 
friend, the guest of the evening. I was 
particularly impressed with the re­
marks of the senator In his allusion 
to the noble aims of imperialism, that 
will in the future bind the Empire to­
gether in ties that cannot be sundered, 
and I welcome the day when the 
Anglo-Saxon race, that has done so 
much towards our present civilization, 
will dominate the entire globe.

If we look back and review the his­
tory of the past, we flndjnothing like 
the galaxy of states which we call the 
British Empire. Never has such great 
progress in wealth, resources and pop­
ulation attended any human progeny. 
It embraces one-eighth of the habitable 
earth. In these different colonies ac­
knowledging the King as sovereign 
and looking to England for protection, 
there is nothing that man ' desires 
which he may not have In abundance, 
and reoent events have shown the In­
tense loyalty to the mother land. Is 
it not wise to look a little Into the 
future, and ask ourselves what will 
be the result of this great development 
—when will it end? 
have, and are looking on our great 
Empire with wonderment. They see 
it stretching everywhere, and find 
their own emigrants disappear, as 
Frenchmen, Norsemen, Dutchman or 
Germans, to re-appear ih their own 
persons or In those of their sons as 
Britishers.

We In Canada have arrived to 
hood, as It were, In national life, and 
floes It not behoove us to study care­
fully the effect of events? The rapidity 
of the colonial growth, their import- 
*nce as a market, their treaty-making
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rights, and the preference given to 
British goods In the markets have set 
the world thinking. The mother land 
rehlizes the importance of all this, 
hnd men of advanced ideas are begin­
ning to wonder what would be the 
effect If these great colonies should de­
sire Independence or become annexed 
to a foreign power. We have only to 
recall events, such as the Boer war, 
the fishery -disputes, the arbitration, 
and these will supply abundant food 
for thought. In my opinion we have 
reached a very Important point in our 
young national life. The 19th century 
was the one for the U. 8. A., and It 
has been truly said that the 20th cen­
tury is for Canada.

At a recent farewell banquet tender­
ed Lord Minto at Montreal his last 
words were:

“We are in a transition state. The 
old order of things is passing away. 
The colonies are becoming nations, 
with a national sentiment of their own 
but—I say it as strongly as I 
with no diminution of affection to the 
moth'erland from which they spring. 
We are face to face with a problem 
full of difficulties. No doubt condi­
tions are changing and we cannot af­
ford to stand still. Now that I am 
leaving you I will only say, work out 
the problem with all deference for the 
traditional doctrine of the old world, 
with full regard for the hopes of your 
rising nationality, with all respect for 
racial tradition, 
ways that what is good for the empire 
is good for Canada, and what is good 
for Canada is good for the empire.”

Now, Mr. Chairman, the context of 
this speech of Lord Minto supplies the 
necessary
achievements, and I think I voice the 
sentiment of every Canadian when I 
say tonight that we, the young men, 
with the assistance of the old, are 
ready to do our share, however small, 
towards British unity and advance­
ment of our own Canadian home.

Ex-Mayor Sears was called upon by 
the chairman and responded with one 
of the most eloquent speeches of the 
evening, saying in part: “This is one 
of the most pleasant features of our 
everyday life. I have been acquaint­
ed with Senator Domville for many 
years, and have always found him a 
gentleman and one to be relied upon.
