It 
will pay him to find out. '

The wide variation in the total yields 
of butter oy' Individual animals In the 
same herd is even more apparent in 
the records tor longer periods. For 
four months the cows In one herd of 
fourteen varied frcRn 40 to 114 lbs., the 
best cow yielding nearly three times 
as mucÉ as the poorest. The average 
for the herd was 811 lbs. per соту, while 
the general averagge of all the cows 
tested-for four months was 98 lbs. 
Would not this mam be better off if 
he disposed of at least four cows 7 An­
other herd varied from 61 to 127 lbs. 
per cow, with an average below the 
census average. It Is probable that 
both-men think they Lave pretty good 
cows.

For a period of five months one 
dairy made the creditable showing of 
180 lbs. of butter per cow, more than 
double the average of some other 
herds, and well above the census av­
erage of 115 lbs. per cow for five 
months.

UTICA, N. Y„ Feb. 4. — One of the 

strangest wrecks in the history of rail­
roading Jn this section occurred at 
."WhitesboXO, three milee west of this 
city at an early hour this morning. 
Train 23, iVie western express, was 
drawn by ail engine known as “of the 
Pacific type." "" As this engine was 
passing 21, the. Buffalo extpress west­
bound, the engtine exploded. The full 
fôrce of the explosion wap felt in the 
second car of the e'astboutoti train, as 
the westbound engine was directly op­
posite that car when the explosion oc­
curred. Both trains were running at 
what may be called full speed, and 
from the effects of the explosion and 
the. upheaval of the wrecked engine 
apd the car which was opposite at that 
moment, the coaches were thrown from 
the tracks; in both directions. Both 
trains were well filled with passengers 
and the westbound train, is known as 
one of the beet trains on the road for 
sleeping car passengers.
It was supposed that a snore or more 

ОІ lives had been lost and that twice 
that number of people had been severe­
ly Injured, but when the work of res­
cue had gone forward through the ear­
ly hours of the morning and the wreck 
was examined as carefully as possible 
in the daylight of a morning on .which 
thé mercury registered 15 degrees be­
low zero, it was found that not a sin­
gle passenger had been killed, that 
tfopre was possibly no injured passen­
gers who would die, and that the 
wqundqd were resilly very few.

Two men were '.killed, the engineer 
and fireman on the westbound locomo­
tive, the one on «which the explosion 
occurred. As they were the only men 
otji the locomotive there will never be 
aij explanation as to the cause of the 
explosion, if indeed they knew. The 
dqad are: John Allan, engineer of the 
wéstbound train, of Albany, and John 
Brennan,, fireman of the westbound 
trpin, of Albany.

UTICA. N. Y., Feb. 4,—The west- 
bound train did not leave the rails. 
The noise of the explosion on the west­
bound engine awakened nearby resi­
dents, who assisted in relieving the 
imprisoned passengers. Sleighs were 
procured and several of the injured 
wére taken to the Whiteeboro sanitar­
ium. One of the last to he taken from 
a Pullman car was Justice Warren 
Hooker; who was severely bruised and 
who was found wedged in between 
woodwork. ■ •

Judge Hooker said to a representa­
tive of the Associated Press that he 
had been thrown with great force 
from his berth and found himself ly­
ing across the woodwork of the oppo­
site compartment. Not until assist­
ance came was the judge able to leave 
the car, which was resting on its right 
side, with its rear end splintered.

The arrival of a relief train from 
Utica hastened the work of complete 
examination of the overturned cars. 
Some of the injured were taken back 
to Utica at once.

Soon afterwards a special train was 
made up, and the west-bound passen­
gers were carried on to Buffalo.
