Abodt two thirds of the
Ametican popalation of California are now there,
and the other third is going Mechanica und la-
borera have loft theit todls, fatmers their ploughs
and fields of geain, and soldiers (i.

More than
half of one company of the New-York regiment
has deserted und gonie theit.  They walked in to
their eaptain, ¢ one fine motning,” and tarned in
theit muskets, saying thut they would have no
further use for them—that pickaxes, apades and
shovels sliould henceforth be their weapons, and
forthwith decamped.  The ecrew of the hrig
Malek Adhel, Capt. Phelps, refused daty at San
Franeigeo, and departed for the gold region, bat

| with a promise to make all their sales to the eap-

tain who, by this arrangement, will certainly lose
nothing. Many of the erew of the Sonthumpton
huve deserted, and the officera ure obligod to be
canstantly on the alert to prevent mote going. 1
think, however, that there will, ere long, o too
many cooks for the broth on the Bacramento ; but
as the gickly seacon will aoon set in there, they
will die off’ like sheep with tot, and make rooim
for more. There is, of course, much fighting np
tn the gold region, and many quarrels terminate
fatally. ‘T'he Governor has now gone there to sets
tle some difficulties, und stronge matters generally.
