They
have bought jewelry and silver(?)ware
from visiting strangers and have had cause
afterward to rue the day they were enticed
within the sound of the auctioneer's voice.
One would almost think that they had
learned a lesson by this time. They should
remember that good silverware, good jew-
elry will command its price at any time and
at any place. that it is harder to cut prices
in this than in almost any other branch of
trade.” They should ask their next door
neighbor how their last auction purchase
turned out, whether the silver was double,
triple or quadruple -plated, or if it was
plated at all. \

Procress believes in St. John people
giving their trade to St. John merchants—
the men who pay heavy taxes, who take the
bitter with the sweet, the hard with the
good times. 1t is poor satisfaction to them
to get around a long turn and find a broad
gully in their path. The people have the
vemedy in their own bapds.
