Ottawa, May 3—We are to have a
committee to find that Frank Oliver
didn’t_get $50,000 for switching the
land grant.

This is the resolution which the gov-
ernment has driven through the house.

“The statement having been made
in certain newspapers that on the
recommendation of the Hon. Frank
Oliver, minister of the interior, an
order-ingcouncil was paseed on.the Sth
of May, 1907, giving the Canadian
Northern Rallway Company power to
select in the province of Saskatche-
wan 600,000 acres of land, in place of
lands granted to the Manitoba and
Southeastern Railway Company, and
that on the 3rd of October, in the
same year, $560,000 was paid into the
lmperial Bank at HKdwmonton to the
credit of Mr. Oliver, and that about
one year later the further sum of
$19,000 was similarly pald into the
same bank to the like credit of Mr.
Ollver,

“And Mr. Oliver lm\ing on the 2nd
of May stated, from his place in this
house, that no foundation whatever
existed for the insinuation or suspi-
clon that the said payments of mon-
€y, or either of them, were made on
account of the passing of the sald
orderin-council, or by reason of the
making of the said land grant, or in
any way in connection therewith, or
«<n account thereof,

“Resolved that it be referred to a
special ittee of five s to
investigate and inquire into the truth
of the statement and the matters
above set forth and that the com-
mittee have power to send for per-

* sons, papers and records, and to ex-
amine persons on oath or affirmation
and to report from time to time,”

In effect this is the same motion
as that which Sir
oftered yesterday, only that the words
4re MOre numerous.

“That a special committee of five
