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HUNS SWEPT-FROM

ON FRONT OF 1 1-4 MILES TO
 THE EAST OF DOUAUMONT

French Artillery Clears Road for Furious Drive Which Routed Ger
mans from Strong Positions—Enemy Disledged from Several
Trenches Near Hill 207 and Le Mort Homme—No lmportant

Change on Russian Front.

Hard fighting is still in progress be-
tween the Austrians and Italians in
the Tyrol, the French and the Ger-
mans in the reg‘lon of Verdun, and the
Germans and Brlllhh around La Bas-

see,

The great offensive of the Austrians
against the Italians in Southern Tyrol
continues unabated, and at several
points the Austrians seem to be gra-
dually throwing back the Italians to-
ward their own territory. To the south-
east of Trent, on the Lavarone pla-
teau, Vienna says the Italians ‘have
been dislodged from all their positions
and adds that the A ians have cap-
tured Fima, Mandriolo and the height
immediately west of the frontier from
the summit as far as the Astach (As-
tico) valley. !

The Austrians, for their offensive,
according to Rome advices, have been
heavily reinforced in men and guns.
Since the beginning of the offensive,
Vienna asserts, over 24,000 men have
been made prisoner, and 172 cannon
have been captured by the Austrians.

In the region of Verdun both the
French and Germans claim successes
for their arms at various points, An
Interesting point in the latest French
. official is the statement that the
rh‘rench have penetrated Fort Douau-

mont, northeast of Verdun, which the
Germans stormed and captured Feb.
25, four days after the commencement
of the assault on Verdun, and from
which all attempts to drive them out
proved futile.

Huns Swept from Positions.

The Germans, however, still hold
the northern part of Fort Dotaumont.
A violent attack also has netted the
French German positions on a front
of about a mile and a quarter east of
the village of Douaumont. To the
northwest of Verdun the French have
forced out the Germans from positions
south of Hill 287 and west of Le Mort
Homme,

Berlin, on the other hand, says the
Germans to the northwest of Verdun
stormed the eastern spurs of Hill 304
and held them against repeated coun-
terlattacks. In this fighting the French
are declared to have lost heavily in
men killed or wounded. Admission is
made in the Berlin report of the cap-
ture by the French /of a quarry south
of Haudremont, northwest of Verdun.

Heavy losses in men were suffered
by the British when the Germans took
trenches from them over a front of

bout a mile and a quarter near Given-
chy En-Gohelle and in counter-attacks
to regain them according to Berlin.

The situation generally on the Rus-
slan front remains unchanged.

The British, operating against the
Turks in Mesopotamia, are gradually
drawing nearer Kut-el-Amara, where a
large number of their officers and men
who recently surrendered are still be-
ing held captives, The British, who
have been reinforced by Russian caval-
ry ,have now reached the region im-
mediately south of Kut-el-Amara, with
the intervening territory between
them and their objective clear of
Turks, except for small rear guards
near the junction of the Shatt-El-Hai
and Tigris rivers,

Series of French Gains.

Parls, May 22—The official com-
munication issued by the war office to-
night reads:

“In the Argonne our batteries ener-
getically bombarded Nantillois, Mont-
faucon and the Cheppy wood.

“On the left bank of the Meuse we
continued to make progress during the
day south of Hill 287, and forced the
enemy to evacuate a small work which
he bad held since May 18.

“In the, region west of Le Mort
Homme our counter-attacks enabled us
to drive the enemy from some new
trenches occupied by him.

“On the right bank of the Meuse,
after a powerful artillery preparation,
our infantry stormed German positions
sllonga front of about two kilometres,
extending from the region west of the
Thiaumont Farm to east of Fort Doua-
mount. On the entire front of the at-

“On the heights of the Meuse, in
the Bouchet wood, a successful attack
enabled us to clear trenches along an
extent of 300 metres and to make pris-
oners,

“This morning one of our aeroplanes,
despatched in pursuit of & German ma-
chine, which had approached Dunkirk
with the purpose of dropping bombs,
overtook it and brought it dowm.

“In Algace two enemy aeroplanes
were brought down in an aerial com-
bat. One fell within our lines at
Sentheim, south of Thann, the other
in the region of Le Bonhomme."”

advanced Beyond a Belgian post. On
the right bank of the Yser, south of
Dixmude, there was an intense artil-
lery duel this afternoon in the sector
of Dixmude, where a violent action
with bombs also took place.”

Constantinople, May 22, via London
—The official statement from general
headquarters issued today reads:

“Quiet continues on the Irak front.
Captain Schuétz brought down an
enemy biplane flying at an ajtitude of

500 metres, making his third.

“Caucasus front: Nothing of im-
portance has occurred. The booty
taken by us in the latest battle
amounts to 400 rifles, 200,000 rounds
of ammunition and other war mate
rial.”

The German Report.
Benlin, May 22, via wireless to Say-
ville—The capture of several lines of
British positions over a front of two
kilometres (1% miles) near Givenchy-
En-Gohelle was announced today by
the war office.
German troops stormed Erench po
gitions on the eastern spurs of Hill
304, on the Vendun front and maintain-
ed them against repeated counter-at-
tacks, which are said to have cost the
French great Tosses, The statement
follows:
“Western front: East of Nieuport a
German marine patrol entered French
trenches, destroyed the enemy's de
fenses and returned with one officer
and 32 men as prisoners.
“Southwest of Givenchy-En-Gohelle
several lines of British positions over
a dront of about two kilometrés were
capture@. During the night several
counter-attacks 'were made and were
repulsed. We captured eight officers,
220 soldiers, four machine gung and
three mine throwers. Moreover, the
enemy suffered exceedingly heavy
losses.

“West of the Meuse: Our troops
stormed French positions on the east-
ern spurg of Hill 304 and maintained
them against repeated attacks of the
enemy. In addition to the great losses
of the enemy in killed and wounded,
we captured nine officers, 518 men and
five machine guns. The booty taken
on the southern spurg of Dead Man’'s
Hill has been increased to 13 cannon
and 21 machine guns. South of Dead
Man’s Hill and in the vicinity of Chat-
tancourt the enemy made futile at-
tempts to re-capture lost ground.”
