The managers will, ac­
cording to the new agreement, pay the 
weirmen $12 per hogshead for sardines up 
to the 1st of August and $6 per hogshead 
for the remainder of the season. Mr. 
Calder claims the settlement to be virtu­
ally a victory for the Canadian weirmen, 
and he thinks tfiat much of the success 
can be attributed to the efforts of the 
Charlotte county and Deer Island weir- 
owners unions i

Referring to Campobello, Mr. Calder 
said that the people in that vicinity were 
at present busy getting ready for the 
tourist season. Among other things they 
have organized a volunteer fire brigade at 
Welchpool and purchased a chemical en­
gine. He said that the tourists coming to 
Campobello always deplored the fact that 
there was no protection in case a fire 
should break out in any of the summer 
hotels, and the people there were deter­
mined to have no more complaints.

Funeral of Malcolm McLean.
Boston, April 12—The funeral of Mal­

colm McLean, who died Saturday at the 
home of his daughter, Mrs. Alexander 
Glennie, 17 Fenelon street, Dorchester, 
was held yesterday afternoon. Mr. Mc­
Lean was ninety-four years old, and was 
the father of fifteen children.
