As is known to many of your rcaders,
our cause in this city has passed through a
trying ordeal of late years. The failure ol
business, especially since 1850, bas compel-
led large numbers to remove from us,
amongst whom were many of the most re-
gular attendants upon our. ministry. Pro-
videntially we have been favored with imin-
isters who have most eflectually labored to
sustain the cause, but they have had to la-
bor in Lope. The loss of so many ol our
people has been severely felt in various
ways, but we (rust that the lowest point of
depression has been reached, and that
things will now tend upwards. It isa pleas-
ing consideration, that amidst these causes
of great discouragement, preachers and
people have labored in perfect harnony,
and there never was a time when our nin-
istry and various institutions were better
appreciated than now.

Financially, we have succeeded wonder-
fully during the year. Last August our
chapel debt exceeded £2100, and as many
were then removing from amongst us things
looked almost frightful.  Since then, by
various means, upwards of £700 has Leen
raised in various ways towards its liquida-
tion, and if all be well £200 or L300
additional will be obtained by the end of
the year. Our Circuit expenses have been
unusually large, but they will all be met.
Iu addition, Mr. Brewster has sent about
£80 to the diflerent connexional funds,
which is £20 more than was sent the previ-
ous year. Add to these large sums the
amount raised to pay the expenses of the

When it arose in Greece, under the magi-
cal genius of Aschylus and Sophocles, it
offered to the pagan mind a pure enjoyment,
and was the nurse of the most ennobling
sentiments.

So in Rome, the lofty ideas of her early
dramatists soon gave place to the debasing
views of life which were more calculated to
altract a licentious populace.  And the
modern drama : Originating with the “ Mys-
teries or Miraele plays” to which the Churcl
of Rome resorted to render the teachings of
Christianity attractive, and which consisted
of rude representations of prominent events
recorded in the Bible, it passed through
various stages of development, drawing to
itself much of the highest genius of the times,
and becoming gorgeous and attractive by
meaus of the intellectual glories it absorbed
and, in turn, radiated forth upon the world.
