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LEASING AND LICENSING FISHERY STATIONs.

the past, the undorsigned has pei'sistently urged the further extension of this system
to New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. The reasons why it should be done and the
circumstances which render the present an opportune occasion to establish some kind
Of uniformity in the system of controlling these fishing privileges under the Fiakeris
Act, are so fully set forth in my previous reports, that it appears most convenient to
refOrattention to theia again.
