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and they are bound, on an occasion like the present, to give, for the consideration
of the community and the guidance of Her Majesty’s servants, a more unreserved
expression of their wishes and judgment than might be elsewhere fitting.

You will, therefore, give publicity to this Despatch, a copy of which T have
communicated to the Governor General of Canada ; and you will hold yourself
authorised, either in communication with Sir John Young, or otherwise, to take
such steps as you properly and constitutionally can for promoting the favourable
consideration of this question.

It will not escape you, that in acquainting you with the general views of the
Government, I have avoided all matters of detail, on which the wishes of the
people and the Legislature will of course be declared in due time. I think it
necessary, however, to observe that the constitution of British Columbia will
oblige the Governor to enter personally upon many questions—as the condition
of Indian tribes and the future position of Government servants, with which, in
the casc of a negotiation between two Responsible Governments, he would not be
bound to concern himself.
