of the administration’s policy to
increase rents by a fixed percentage
each year. This has caused the rents
on higher priced residences to grow
at a faster rate than the bachelor
units.

The Residence Budget Committe
struck a subcommittee to review
Becker’s 10-year plan and will make
recommendations to Vice-President
of Finance and Adminsitration Bill
Farr, who is currently also studying
the plan.

The 10-year plan is a new devel-
opment in the resident budget pro-
cess at York which up until now has
been handled on a yearly basis with
an annual budget. ““Clearly, with $30

million in new mortgages coming on
stream, we can no longer do this
prodess annually as we have done,”
Crandles said, “We have to start
multi-year budgeting.”

Becker also said that for the first
time, York housing will not have to
operate using the break-even policy
adopted 20 years ago. He said “sig-
nificant permission’ has been
granted to York Housing torunata
deficit. He estimates it “‘could grow
to as much as $5-6 million” but that
the 10 year plan calls for a steady
increase in rents in order to break
even by 1999.

“It’s the only way York can
respond to the housing problem,”
said Becker.

Further details of the plan will be
discussed in future issues of
Excalibur.

Forsyth said the computers been
