TRAGEDY OF OPIUM

WORLD IS PRODUCING FORTY-
FIVE TIMES THE AMOUNT
REQUIRED

The tragedy of the failure of the
Opium Conference recently held
under the auspices of the League of
Nations at Geneva thrown into
strong relief by data on the opium
question submitted by a Vienna
scholar and narcotic drug expert at
a recent meeting of the Austrian
Society for the Preservation of
Health.

This scientist is Dr. Knafll-Lenz,
who holds the post of expert for
narcotic drugs to the League of
Nations. At the Austrian meeting
he revealed the actual quantity of
these drugs needed by the whole
world, scientifically ascertained,
and the actual production, and the
discrepancy between the two figures
is appalling.

At Geneva the nations undertook

But it was
provided that the fifteen.year
period should not start until
smuggling had been suppressed.
