you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking
and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Thursday, the six-
teenth day of the month of August next, you meet IUs, in Our Provincial Parlia-
ment, at Our City of Quebec, there to take into consideration the state and welfare
of Our said Province of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary.
Herein fail not.

In testimony whereof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Our said Province of Canada to be hereunto affixed:
