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HOW NEW RULING WORKS OU1

SEVERAL INSTANCES OF GREAT
HARDSHIP IN THIS DISTRICT.

The Mineral Aect Calls For $500, Worth
df Work Before Issuing Crown Grant
New Ruling Makes It Much More.

The special committee appointed at the
recént board of trade meeting here to
frame a memorial to the provincial govern-
ment, protesting strongly against the last
ruling of the minister of mines on the con-
stryction of the mineral act prior to the
amendments of 1898, will meet today to
draw up the protest.

Mr. J. A. Kirk, who has been chiefly in-
strumental in drawing attention to the
unpleasant results of the ruling mention-
ed, at the board of trade meeting, several
casés coming within his own knowledge,
where great injustice would be dome un-
less the ministér could be induced to re-
consider the matter. The details of the
several claims are given hereunder, show-
ing how the ruling will work:

Claim No. 1.—Locatea m 1895, value of
work actually done, $1,200, but as only
four assessments have been recorded, $100
worth of more work will have to be done
and recorded before a certificate of im-
provement and subsequent crown grant
cah be issued.

Claim No. 2.—Located in 1896, ten as-
sessments recorded, and $500 worth of
work done. As the work was done in the
years when assessments were done, it can
not count, and $300 worth of more work
will be wrequired before certificate and
crown grant can issue.

Claim No. 3—Group of four claims, lo-
cated in 1805, four assessments, 32,206
worth of work done. Cecti%eate will not
jssue until $100 more work i3 dne on each
claim, making the total cost of work neces-
sary before a certificate can is3n1e, £2.600,
in place of $2,000, as required by the stat-
trte.

Case 4—Claim located in 1895, three as-
sessments recorded and in 1896 over $2,-
800 worth of work done, but before certi-
ficate can issue for erown gramt, another
$100 worth of work will have to be done
and recorded, making cost of work actial-
ly dome, 2,300.

Case 5—Group of eight claims, on. six
claims two assessments recorded, $1,200.
On two claims no work recorded. In 1897
value of work done, $3,000. In 1898 and
1892 value of work done, which can count
for certificate of improvements, $1,000,
making a total of $5,200. Work yet to be
done before crown: grant can issue, $1,-
800.

There are many cases where claims have

ing issued, to parties with money, who
would actively develop the property. In
these cases the delay until the additional
work can be done may break the bargain.

Reports have been made in. many cases
to capitalists with the statement that work
for crown grant has been.done. Now
these reports will have to be corrected by
saying that owing to a ruling of the min-
ister of mines, several hundred dollars
will have to be spent, whieh will destroy
that sense of stability so essential to the
investment of capital in mining deals.

Properties have been sold by pmspectorﬂ
with the statement that sufficient work has !
been done to enable the purchaser to ob-
tain a crown grant at onece, but under the
minister’s ruling the purchasers will be ob-
liged to do further work or forfeit their
claim.

H. (Xﬁw, : iol! itor of
Forks, are the petifioners for the
harter The applicants are Mr. Manly
and others. In speaking of the matter, Mr.
Manly said: ‘“We expect the hearty op-
position of the Canadian Pacific railway op-
the granting of the charter, but myself
and associates helieve the government will
not consider :ﬁlmpedxment_ at this time.
The reason i ause we expect to make
Grand Forks' a center for the smelting of
the ores of the Republic and other camps
on the American side of its international
boundary line. This proposed road will do
this and confer great benefit on Canada.
Under - the circumstances, we do not see
L how the Dominion parliament can refuse
to grant a charter. This will be one bf
the times that Canada will get the best of
the bargain. The ores of Republic and
vicinity carry considerable lime, and make
an excellent flux for the heavy iron ores
of the Boundary country. By mxing the
two it cheapens the smelting of both the

matters very satisfactory for both places.
The Gmnby smelter of 1,000 tons a day ca-
paclty, is almost finished, and the machin-
ery is ordered for a new pyritic smelter,
which is to be erected vy a Denver com-
pany, where the patents are controlled.
This plant will have a capacity of 500 tons
a day. This will make Grand Forks one
of the largest smelting centers in the coun-
try. "'The matter of the granting of the
railway charter will come up in about 15
or 20 days, and by that time I will have
arrived in Ottawa.

“The bill has assurance of strongsupport,
and there is no doubt it will pass. Some
of the members who opposed the bill be-
fore have since seen the injustice of their
ecision and are now warm friends of it,
The Canadian Pacific railway has obtained
all that it asked for by the establish-
ment of their main and branch lines into
the different camps, thus giving them far
the best of it, and now they should not
object to legitimate competition.

“The people of Greenwood, Cascade and
Grand Forks are practically unanimous in
their support of the charter, and have sent
a number of telegrams to members of
Parliament, asking them to support it, and
so I feel confident that it will pass.”
