Burglar-Proof Glass.

Under the name of wire'glass, & new
invention has been brought out.on the
warket in Dresden The process of
wanufacture consists in furnishing
glass in a hot plastic condition with a
wetallic layer, iron wire netting for
instance, which is completely enclosed
by the vitrous substance and effect
ively protected against exterior in-
fluences, as rust, etc. The new glass
possesses much greater resisting power
thaa the ordinary material, and is, it
8 claimed, indifferent to the most
abrupt changés of temperature, and
will ‘even withstand open fire. The
¢lass is specially adapted for skylights,
the powerful resisting qualities of the
material enabling the usual wire pro-
tectors to be dispensed with. As wire
glass cannot be cute by the diamond
except under the application of great
force, and cannot be broken without
“veating considerable noise, the n'
stance 1s claimed to be, i a measul¥,
burglar proof.
