INSPECTOR HORN ON

GRAIN INSPECTION .

over Fifty Million Bushels Inspected This Year—

Some Abuses That Have Crept ia—-Dlmculty

Over Oat Inspection.

\t the convention of grain growers
Id at Saskatoon recenfly, David
1lorn, chief grain inspector read a
paper, which the Saskatoon Capital
ports as follows :
In appearing amongst you I am
turally expected to say something
out inspection, as so much of the
ticism of inspection' is the result
misapprehensio'n and misunder-
standing. A grain ‘inspector stands
, peculiar| position, inasmuch’ as
can never expect to give satisfac-
tion. He is in the position of an
arbiter, and in any arbitration, as
often as not, one or wther of the par-
ties is dissatisfied. He must do what
he believes to be the right thing, no
matter how assailed or beset. Every-
cne is impressed with the good ifea-
tures and worth of his own property,

and is more‘or less blind to its

drawbacks and defects, so much so

that I always tell grain men +that

their own opinion about their own
rain is worthless.

The procedure and vcork of carry-
ine on the inspection is as well car-
ried out and safeguarded as Seems’
possible under conditions as they ex-
ist at present. The modus operen-
dum of meeting the trains and tak-
ing the samples has so often been ex-
plained that it s now familiar to all
of you, and I hardly know how bet-
ter to accomplish it. The charge that
samples are wrong sometimes, that
a mistake has been made in the sam-
ple, has never been substantiated. My
men never go out singly to trains;
they 'go in gangs or sets, in charge
of a foreman, and the work is check-
ed systematically. 1 always have
pitenty of efficient- and reliable help.
My deputies are all men who have
come forward under myself, and al
have been.familiar with me for many
vears. AH are tried and trusted men.

There has been inspected of this
cfop nearly forty million bushels of
wheat, over eight million bushels of
oats, two million bushels of batley,
and about a quarter of ~.a million
bushels of flaxseed.

The frost damage was b]}e feaiture |
peculiar to the crop of this season,
causing a- third of the. wheat to
inspect below three northern, and
sixty per cent. of the oats No. 3
white. On barley the damage was
equally bad, whilst flaxseed was not
much afiected, the crop of this being
the largest we ever had and nearly
all of high quality. This frost dam-
age made the work of inspection
more than usually difficult, and nec-
essitated the convening: of the stan-

dard board to make standards for
the wheat offered. The proportion re-
jected for smut and for being mixed,
with other grain has been less than
for some years, but there has been
quite a percentage of mo grade for
not being kept quite dry. This is
partly accounted for by so much of
the low grade being so-hard to get
into good condition.

The frostéd oats in this crop caused
a ‘serious complication. 1 had taken
the position that these frosted oats
should come under the Ne. 3 classi-
fication, by interests in the east im-
megiately served me by legal process
that I would be personally held liable
for damages, as .also the department,
if oats carrying a No. 3 certificate
proved to be frost damaged. On my
taking legal counsel on this guestion
1 was advised that this was correct,
and that I could be held liable.

Some years ago a similar situation
arose in regard to Alberta oats, and,
although their oats had ther a more
desirable appearance and weighed
very much more than the Mapitoba
cats, they could not be inspected in-
to the same grades on account of
their being damaged by frost. The
standards Qoard that year made
special commercial ‘grades to meet
the case of their oats and named

these grades ‘‘one Alperta’ and“'two
Alberta’ rather then bave them  all
classed rejected. Strange to say this
action displeased Alberta very much.

Their fine appearing oats, as com-
pared with Manitoba oats, were dis-
counted so much in comparison with
Manitoba oats that in their exasper-
ation they moved to have the making
of standards for oats taken out of
the control of the standands board
and next time the act was up for
amendment by parliament this\ was
accomplished, and mnow oats are
specially exempted: from being con-
trolled or interfered with 4@ any way
by any action of the standards hoard.
This is the explanation of why when
the standards board met on this
crop, they did mnot take up or meet
this gquestion of our frosted oats in
this crop. They did pob have the au-
thority, and there was nothing to do
but reject them as mot conting with-
in the requirements of the scheduled
grades as defined by the statute. This
exclusion of oats from any action of
the standards board; I consider a ser-
jous mistake, and the correction of
which T deem one of the most desir-
able efforts of your organisation can
well direct your energy towands.

The inspector’s office is always wil-
ling and desirous of giving every in-
formation shippers require of them.
But it is surprising how indefmite
and how inexact many farmers are
in writing.

or write specially to be advised your-
self also, or write the shipping farm-
ers’ agent, Mr. Camphell, to get all
the necegssary inforthat on for you.
Mr. Campbell has proven himself a
most useful official, and I am glad to
see that he is becoming more and
more made use of. His interesfts are
your interests. His omly concern is
to see that you have been justly
dealt with, to remonstrate when he
feels justified, both with the inspec-|
tion ahd with you. No man could be
more painstaking. He has relieved
both the grain inspector
warehouse commissioner of much cor-
respondence and explanations, Hecan
tell you of the mnecessity of noting
the state of the car as you load as
to repair and good order, its capa-
city, and how many_ days it may
stand on a siding ‘unsealed and un-
fastened. All these «details help you
if you come to have to make a claim
afterwards for short weight.

Whilst the car is on the way to
Fort WilHam is the opportunity for
protest or bringing before the board
of survey, and any time you have to
make protests or raise any kind of
guestion respecting your ear you must
never wait to write, but telegraph.
This does mot cost much.and it-gives
me the opportunity to catch the car
before it gets unloaded and have the
whole work gone over again. You
Tmust uhderstand that, omce the car
gets unloaded and the identity of .the
load is gone, nothing can bhe done.

It -has been a satisfaction to me
that the survey board has been made
use of this year to an extent it nev-
er was before, and, although I can-
not always commend their rulings, I
never on any aecount make protest or
objection, but without question con-
firm at once. When a survey is call-
ed, it is usually calied and over with-
in half an hour. Three members act
each time, and a different three in
rotation. The secretary is always
present with them. The samples of
the car or  cars are placed before

that, without any knowledge what-
ever as to what it has been inspected
where from, where going, or by whom
owned. :

Another new feature this year was
the placing of a Canadian inspector
at Duluth to inspect the Capadian
grain arriving there over the Hill
roads. Now all Canadian grain is in-
spected exactly the same as if it had
gone to Fort William, and is sub-
jected to the same inspection in and
out. All Canadian grain at Duluth
is handled in bond and is under the
control of a Canadian and a United
States customs officer,
the bins after heing used and bleak
the seals and release them when it
is necessary to use any bin again.
Therefore grain going east or export-
ed via Duluth is exactly the same in
every respect as if shipped to or
irom Fort Wilifam. This far the
quantity has not been large—950 cars
—put as time goes on and the Great
Northern gets more into the country
it is sure to assume large propor-
tions.

An imposition I have to protest
against is the sending of small sam-
ples by mail to my office. They come
by the hundreds. None of my depu-
ties nmor myself can ‘spare the time
it would involve to go through these
samples or even look at them. They
are generally so small that they are
quite unfair. They have to be handed
over entirely to a subordinate, who
does. his best to try and 3end an
honest opinion on them, taking care
that if the sender ships the same
wheat, he will at least he sure of the
grade given. The proper way would
be for you to write my office to send
you the standard sample of the grade
you believe your wheat entitled to,
and yourseli make comparison ‘with
it. Ii vou, as the owner,
doubt,
that your car is not that grade. This
