The Man who Conquer-
ed Diphtheria.

At the end of the nineteentb cer-
tory a man of about Laennec’s age,
seeing the children of the largest
foundling ssylum in America often
dying from suoffocation because of
the asphyxiating effect of laryngeal
diphtheria, sccomplished s work
that has made his name as celebrat-
ed as that of any scientist of this
generation, and has stamped him ar
one of the great medical inventors
of all times.

Any ‘one who_has ever bad the
awful experience of seeing & ohild
die from suffocation because of
closare of the larynx, will know how
heartrending is the ' sight. Until
Dr. O'Dwyer's work had been
snocesefully brought to its termin—
ation, nothing could be done for the
patient, except perbsps slightly to
lessen his pain by means of
narcotics. Even then there was no
doubt of the prolonged agony
induoced by the lingering death for
lack of air. It took O'Dwyer pearly
as many years to perfect his method
of intubation of the larynx as it
took Laenneo to bring to perfection
his method of auscultation in
diseases of the chest; and, in his
own generation at least, one has
deservedly esrned as wide a reputa=
tion as the other.

Dr. O'Dwyer’s invention was no
mere sccident. The question of
putting a tube into the larynx had
boen discussed several times befere
in the history of medicine, but the
general impression was that it was
a physiological impoesibility for the
tcbe to be retained. This impres-
sion was so firmly rooted in the
medical mind that O’Dwyer’s efforts
to make some instrument which
would be retained in the larynx,
and keep that important orifice to
the lurgs from becomivg occladed,
were looked upon by medical men
as absolutely visionary. In F:raace,
particularly, after & series of trials
about the middle of the nineteeutb
oentury, the whole subject had baéen
brought up for dizcuesion before the
Academy of Medicioe in Paris, and
its utter impoesibility formslly de-
oided.

For mapy years all Dr. O’'Dwyer’s
attempts to succeed in making and
iostrament that would accomplish
the purpose were a failare. He
stodied the larynx in the living and

a-bhio e pade moulds of it, fittec
tubes to it, tried various forms of
sppa:atas ; and, in epite of repeatec
failare, conticued bis work until a:
last he made a tube that would not
only stay in the larynx bat accom-
plish™ the purpose of keeping it
patulous when nurrowed by disease,

Sodality, of whioh he was an entbu-
giastic member. The sexton of the
ohurch near which he lived tells,
gince bis deatb, of having frequently
seen him steal into the sacred
edifice, especislly toward evening,
to say his prayers at the foot of the
altar. A devout client of the
Blessed Virgin, one of his favori'e
devotions was the Rosary. He
always carried his beads with him;
and, like many another scientist, he
seemed to find more satisfaction in
this form of prayerd than in any
other.—Dr, James J. Walsh, in
Ave Maria.

Peter’s *“ the greatest temple ever
ereoted by the hands of man to the
glory of God.” But somehow one
never thinks of noticicg the artistio
beauty of this and the other statues
that adorn St Peter’s, for they seem
to Icse their separate identity and
to form part of a vast whole once
they bave been placed io their set-
ting. This statme of St De la Sslle
reminds us that St Peter’s is still
far from being complete, although
it is four centuries sgo sivce it was
begun—in faot, it is hardly likely
that it will ever be complected while
(be Oburch Unpiversal continues to
put forth new forms of spiritual life.
Maoy of the piches are already
filled with atatues of snch saints as
Igoating Loyols, 8t Dominick, St
Francis, St Alphonsus, St Bruno, St
Benodict, St Josaph Calasanotius.
Ooly a few years ago St Peter Fou-
rier was added to the glorious com-
pany, shortly after his canonization
by Leo XIII., aod now St Jobn
Baptist de la Salle leaves one niche
the fewer to be filled. The ficst two
statues that meet your eyes on
either side of the great aisle a8 you
enter the churoh are St Theresa and
St Peter of Aloantara, reminding
you that prayer and mortification
should be the first thought of a
Christian on entering the House of
God, It will be noted that every
one of the saints above named was
the founder of some new family in
the Church, The vacant niches
will in the course of centuries be
filled in the same way, by seaints
who have not yet been borp,

One of the most remarkable acts
of the reign of Pius X, was the ap-
pointment a couple of weeks ago of
& comparatively unknown priect as
Archbishop of the great archdiocese
of Palermo. Hitherto the priests
and people of Palermo have been
invariably governed epiritually by a
prelate belonging to the ranks of
the aristocracy—for both prieste
aod people have always considered
this a perfeotly natural disposition
of things. Bat they were not only
plessed but¢ delighted when the
Holy Father cbhose for their new
pastor Mgr. Lusldi, who ~ was only
koown eo far for his bumility of
birth and -character. The people
of Lucca, however, have a different
way of looking at things. Their
arohdiocese has recently become
vacant. Like Palermo, it has gen—
erally been ruled by a noble eccles-
iastio, and the upper ten of the dis-
trict, after putting their heuds to-
gether, came to the conclusion tha!
they would send a deputation to
Rome to ask the Holy Father to
continue the goed old custom. So
they came along to Rome the other
day, applied for an audience, were
received by his Holinese, and pro-
ceeded to state their business. Piuns
X. listened very quieily, but when
the spokesman bad finished speake
ing, he made & few observations
which the deputation is not likely to
forget: “You bave come here,” he
said, “'to tell me that a bishop born
from the ranks of the people is not
fited for you., Have you oconsider-
ed that your petition is a mark of
insult and contumely toward me?
Do you mean that if I were sent as
Archbishop of Lucca that you
would not accept me because I am
sprung jrom the people? And do
you consider that. the See of Lucca
can demaund to have an aristocrat
for a pastor, when the Universal
Oburch is content to have the son of
a peasant? Your misson here is a
misguided one—return home and
scoept obediently the bishop whom
the Vicar of Christ will select for
you.” Unlike so many of the
anecdotes” related about the Pope,
this one is perfeotly aunthentic, and
it is especially interesting as shox
ing that the Holy Father, though
gen'leness and bumility itself, car
on occasion administer a severe
rebuke to snobbishness.—New York
Freeman’s Journel.

Italy Afraid of Her Army

In sll military countries the army
is the real king. Tie first Roman
Empire was a military despotism,
and »1l empires bave been such, more
or less, ever since. To=-day the gov-
ernments of Germany and Italy are
absolutely military despotiems, In
eitner country the government could
be overthrown by the army as easily,
a8 expeditiously and as tloodlessly
as was Dom Pedro’s empire in Bra-
zil or the Savoyard’s Kingdom in
Spsin, Without tce loytlty of the
srmy Victor Emmanuel’s throne in
R:me is no more secure than was
Amadeo’s in Madrid. Thbe present
French Republic distrusts the army,
and is doing everything in its power
to redoce it numerically and to
dampen its mli'ary ardor. The
present Republic is as desirous of
recovering the lcst provinces as the
most entbusiastic Nationalist, acd
they know that the crly way to get
them back is to be realy at the fav.
orsble opportunity to wrest them
by the rudden ontlanght of an over-
whelming army. Bat bidicg that fav-
srable opportunity the army might
be turned against the powers that be ;
and to eecure their own places
the Republicaps of tke Third Re-
public are willing to sacrifice Aleace
and Lorrsive and give up all thcught
of revenge furever. They would
rather stay in without the provinces,
than be cut with them. This is not
a very lofty article of patriotism,

upless it is that kind that spells
““enligbtened self-interest,”

In Italy the military contrcls tte
politicsl eitnation completely. A
company of Iialian Dragoons conld
tc~day clean out the Italian parlia-
ment a8 expeditiously as did a plu=
toon of Cromwell’s moldiers that of
Eogland three hundred years ago.

The King of Itsly is a mere figure

head ; & porpous personage to grace
state functions. He bas no policy ;
troubles himself little about affairs
o! state and lenves to his prime min-
ister the taek of effixing his name to
the laws psssed by pailiament. The
members of parlisment are chiefly
editers, lawyers and brawling infidel
professors; all men of loudest pro-
fessions, but of most innocent per=
formance. They have no more in-
flaence in Rome than a baker’s gaild
during a bread riot; invincible he.
fore the commencement of hostilities
but invisible afterwards. The army
founded the Itslian Kingdom ; the
srmy moved the capital from Turin
to Florence and from Florence to
Rome. The army made the breach
of the Porta Pia and annexed the
Papal Siates. The army has pro-
teoted the throne of the Savoyard for
fifty years; and on the army it must
depend for its future stay in the
Quirinal.

It was with little short of con-
sternation, then, that the Italiap
King heard a short time ago that
the loyalty of the troops was being
undermined. Dauring the recent
strikes the rioting ocitizens fratern-
ized openly with the soldiery. Se-
ditious books and pampblets were
soattered in all the barracke, and the
men read them even while on guard
duty. Many popular excesses were
not suppressed because the cfficers
felt they could not depend upon the
men to fire at the word of command.
The whole pation took alarm. The
King issued orders to the genersl
staff to instruct all commanders to
begin a propaganda of loyalty and
obedience among the rank and file
of the army. Socislistic, AosTel
istic and Red Republican dootrines
were to be refuted by lectures,
papers and private telks with the
men, The necessity of order, the
permanency of peace and the sacred-
ness of duty were to be ivouloated,
and every argument urged to attach
the troops to the government and
the throne.”

What a parody on “ progress” this
is! For years the young men of the
armyhave been encouraged to throw
off the authority of the Church; to
fl ut religion and to scoff at God.
The Italian army, like the French,
has been one vast school of infidelity
and licentiousness. “The more
procounced infidel the truer tbe
patriot,” was the matter of the Prc-
gressists, They sowed in the wind ;
they are dismayed at the tremendous
sweep and force of the whirlwind.
The throne of the Savoyard is totter-
ing in the storm, while from his sea:
in the Vatican *‘seourus judioat
Petrus.” Infilels are a very inee—
cure prop for throne or state,
Viotor Emmanuvel would now
stem the torrent his father and
grandfatber emptied on the pescefal
and bappy land of Italy. Bat cap
he# Iufidelity alwaye dies by its
own bhacd. “Progress” in Italy, as
elsewhere, will be suicide. The
Church will administer on its effects.
Events are rushing madly on to their
inevitable results, and the end ir
near, In the language of our Lord,
tbe Sovereign Pontiff bids all good
Italiane: * Expeotate hic, donec
vadem illac et orem.” — Western
Watchman.
