The recent storm in Galveston 
and the success of the sea-wall in 
preventing a repetition of the 1900 
disaster has drawn upon that city 

- . the attention of the nation. The 
former storm destroyed 10,000 peo­
ple in a night and swept half the 
city bare ; the latter of equal 
violence wrought slight injury to 
property and none to life within the 

. city limita and in tho territory pro­
tected by the Wall. With ball its 
population lost through death and 
flight in 1900 and many of those 
who stayed, without home or re­
sources, the stricken city set an 

f trample of courage and character to 
> ' the country and the world. To re­

build the city they had first to re­
build confidence ; that could only be 
achieved by making its site in­
vulnerable to the waves by a tide- 
proof barrier. As the east end of 
the island on which Galveston is 
built narrows to a point, the city 
stretches about five miles west along 
the gulf, and henoe a wall high and 
strong enough to resist the highest 
and most violent flood was a stupen­
dous undertaking. As the city 
level was only a few feet above 
mean tide, it was necessary to grade 
the entire surface to the level of the 
wall and raise the buildings accord­
ingly. All tbie Galveston has done 
and more. The wall serves as a 
magnificent boulevard 100 feet wide 
which, looking out upon tide and 
beach, is in situation and construct 
ion superior to the famous sea drive 
at Ostend.

Not only has a city of 50,000 peo­
ple accomplished all this in a few 
years bat it has fonnd itself in ex­
cellent financial condition at the end 
of it. The commission plan of gov­
ernment, which is Galveston’s gift 
to the nation, enabled the five 
commissioners, by strictly business 
methods, to double and often triple 
expenditures without any notable 
increase of taxation. The absolute 
exclusion of politics and party and 
the narrowing the number of the 
officials to be selected, simplified the 
task of the eieotoia in choosing the 
most competent men, and precluded 
the waste that necessarijy accom­
panies the rewarding of partisans, 
It is found that the vast expendi­
ture on the five miles of set-wall 
and the raising of the oily surface 
have already come back to the pity 
in the enhanced value of real estate 
and the general stimulus that the 
oorfidenoe inspired by the new 
rampart has given to commerce and 
business.

The success of this enterprise has 
encouraged the city to undertake 
greater one. The flood of I90Q 
swept away the two-and-half mile 
arched bridge to the ynainfand, act 
temporary railroad trestle that was 
then built has been destroyed by 
last week’s storm, Already Galves­
ton City aod County, in conjonction 
with the railroad and trolley lines, 
had signed a contract to lay down a 
solid causeway 130 feet wide and 
neaijy thiee piilee long.

Galveston is a typical American 
city, nearly every civilized nation 
and every State of the Union having 
contributed to its citizenship. That 
Northern States are Will represent­

ed i's evidenced t^y lie fact that it 
more than once sent to Washington 
the 8-le Republican Congressman 
from Texas. Some of the elements 
shat chiefly contributed to its char­
acter and growth will have special 
interest for Catholic readers 
Though it .cannot be called 
Catholic city it was founded by 
Qatholios and Catholics now con­
stitute about one-third of Its popu­
lation. Galvez, from whom it is 
named, the Spanish Governor of 
Jpuisiapg and later of Mex;co and 
Qalifopnia, was an earnest Catholic. 
Col. Michel Menard, president of 
the Galveston Developing Company 
and the founder of modern Galves 
ton, brought with him from his 
native Canada, faith and zeal as well 
as enterprise, and one ot his firs' 
acts was to donate to Mgr. Odin, 
first Bishop of Galveston, the best 
resident block in the city for ednea 
tional purposes iu 1854. The bis­
hop at once erected a substantial 
building.

France has deserved well . of our, 
Republic and particularly of the 
Catholic Church in the Unitec 
States. It gave not only oar great 
est pioneer priests and early bishops 
but often the funds With which they 
built churches and schools and 
carried on their missionary work. 
Frsmlle French Society of the 
Propagation of the Faith, from his 
friends in France and the French 
planters of Louisiana, Bishop Odin 
obtained the means to erect St. 
Mary's University. tho second 
educational institution. in Texas.

followed and later St Joseph's for the 
German immigrants ; also a well- 
equipped hospital aod orphanage 
established by the French Sisters of 
the Incarnate Word. Bishop Gal­
lagher has completed the work of 
the illustrious founder oi bis See by 
providing a church for the colored 
people, extending educational 
facilities and introducing the Jesuits, 
the Dominicans and the Colored 
Sisters of the Holy Family who are. 
directing an excellent industrial in­
stitute for colored girls. Other 
races have taken up the work of 
besfiffitoders of religion and educa­

tion in Galveston, but the French 
pioneers are still held in reverent 
and grateful memory.

S'. Mary’s University has had a 
chequered existence. Owing to 
the scarcity of Catholics, the Civil 
War, yellow fever and other causes, 
it passed through the hands of nine 
ifferent governing bodies from 

1854 to 1884, but it never closed its 
doors and the best citizens of all de­
nominations received their education 
there. In 1884 Revt T. W. Butler,

J., Provincial of New Orleans, 
took Over the institution at tile re-" 
quest of the bishop, and a month 
ago it oelebiated its silver jubilee 
under Jesuit management. After 
sixteen years of labor their oheroh, 
parochial school and parish were 
ruioed in a night. Their demeanor 
in disaster was well desoitbed at the 
recent jubilee by Rev. J. M. Kir- 
win, rector of the Cathedral, whom 
Mr. Richard Bp'Vano's hero series 
baa made fioown to the general 
public as "The Hero of Galveston.*'

By situation the natural emporium 
of the Sjouthwegtern States, Galves­
ton possesses one of the finest har­
bors in the worli and in imports 
and exports, now ranks next to 
New York; but its heroic accom 
pliebments of the last few years has 
done more for it than to stimu'ate 
trade. It has awakened a healthy 
civic pride aod made every citizen 
leel that individually and collective 
ly he is capable of great pnderlak

•in bis actual life as by rank in the 
British peerage. Before his con­
version to Catholicity many years 
ago he held high office in tbs Free­
mason Order which, of course, be 
withdiew from on or before bis re­
ception into the Cburob.
