POULTRY FATTENING STATIONS.
The government 'co-operative poul­

try fattening stations are again 
under way for the season of 1907, and 
their success and popularity are 
more pronounced thap ever. At die 
four stations, Innisfait, Ponoka, La- 
combe and’ Valley City, over 1,000 
birds are fattening, and as quickly 
as they are killed they are replaced 
by otner broods. A killing stàtiori 
has been established at Innisfail, 
Where a car load of shipping boxes 
hag arrived.

This year is a good one for the 
poultry mail, and the birds are dress­
ing out a pound to a pound and •; 
quarter mote than" their live weight 
when tuey were put in the fattening 
pens after three weeks fattening.

Poring 
ing their canoe to Peace ruver Cross­
ing, they canoed down to Fort Chip 
ewyan. On the day down they met 
three steamers in one afternoon, and 
among the passengers was Ally 
Brick, M.P.P. for Peace River

At Fort Chipewyan, Mr. Bredin 
expected to meet Colin Fraser and 
accompany him with his steamer to 
Fort Murray.

The grain in bulk will consist of 
the first prize grain exhibited at the 
Provincial Seed Fair held in Edmon­
ton last March, which has been pur­
chased by the departments of agri­
culture for exhibition purposes.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent/ Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an ill- 
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if th 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv 
ed by mail.

In case of "personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
n>ust be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no; one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of concellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for inspection must 
state in what particulars the home- 
r.teader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of

vacant, or if entry has been granted 
't may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one oi 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or.mother, ii the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon à farm in the vicinity oi 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to rest 
dence may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with .the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
^y him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis,- 
Tied by residence upon sucli land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period oi twenty-oils 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A roydlty at tlie. rate of 
live cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of- 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or, paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
• equirenients, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for; the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale. ’

Placer mining claims generally arc 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leasts 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
lor a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall, have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty- at the late 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on tlie 
output after it exceeds $10,000.
