But by this time the old Fort had
bogun to deécline, - For nearly twenty
years then the laws of the Lone Land
had céased to be administered by the
gréat company. The mounted police
bad eonie. The town was growing. The
independent trader came in:- Frank
Oliver ‘got  into the public eye with
thei first newspaper. There was a town
of Edmenton—no longer known - as
Fort Edwmonton. The great company
built a store up town and .kept the
buildings of the old Fort as store-
houses for .goods which they sent on
scows to the trading posts down the
river. Then ten years ago fiow came
the Klondike rush thiat put Edmonton
before the éyss of the world .48 the
starting point of the most 'stupend-
ous overland trek éver known. Ed-
monton, which for years had been
languishing without a railway, be-
came a mart of all nations. Immi-
gration set in. The railwway era came,
Before the Canadian Northern rushed
its line from the east through the Sas-
katchewan valley the Territory of Al
berta was a Province,: After a brief
but lively war between Calgary, the
cow. town, and Edmonton; the: fur
town, the latter became the  Capital
of Alberta. Premier Rutherford and
his cabinet came into view. The day
of the old Cree and Blackfeet chiefs in
their war paint.about the old Fort is
forevér gone. The new chiefs are now
in session on the site of -the old Fort.

Greatest of Fur Centres.

The Capital of -Alberta has always]
been a remarkable town. It has !urn-!
ed out more furs in a hundred years|
than any. other town in the wide
world. . For years after .its discovery
by .the settler it was a dreary outpost
the very. name of which made  the
reader shudder; the town where peo-
ple used to g6 and still go two thou-
sand miles to market.” For years its
only cdrriers were dogs and York
boats., When the Klohdike rush came
thare were caravans of kyuseés, steers, |
mules and burros; steam sleighs and
wagons mmounted on barrels. Y

Trade Always Centred Here,

The governiment made a study of
many capitols before dediding on the
presént style, which bedrs a résemb-
lance to no other parliament building
in Canada—unless it be that of Vie-
torfa, B.C.- The two United States
buildings it resembles most are the
state capitol at 8t. Paul and the cap-
itol at Washington, This, however,
has nothing to' do with the American
invasion,  The style was chosen as far
a3 possible to suit the splendid - scenic
and historie environment of the site,
ahd the new legislature will be a réal
westernt claszie fit' to compare with any
parliament baildings-in Canada:

At the main entrance are six'Cor-
inthian ¢olumns, each’ four feet in di-
ameter and 40 feet in height. Thé en-
trance proper ‘cohdists of three large
circuler uidsonry dpenifigs in whieh
ate placed ornanhienthlt browize doors.

Architect A M. Jefférs was assisted

The
whole «désign was finally’ submitted to
Professor Nobbs, of MeGill university.
Opening of the 1908 Session.

EDMONTON'S CREST

Interesting Lecture. By Harmrison Young
Upon Our Fur-Bearing Animals And
Fur-Trade,

-

One hundred and fifty people or more
attended “the .open meeting of the Na-
tional . -History Society ‘on - Satirday
night, when . Hatrison -Young defiver
an - interesting address wpon. thé: Fur:
beating ~animals and fur-trade of the
Neorth.

The address was as follows:

I -propuse, to-tdlk to.-you-tonight.about s

the far-bearing animals of -Albéerts and
the districts to the north of us. I do
not ‘pretend - to -any scientific knowledge
of nmatural history or'to be able to give
voli-any startling facts about any of the
animals T will speak abeut, my -observa-
tions will. be- just such facts as-an old
fur trader has beem able to learn from
personal observation and from -eonversa-
tion with the Indian and half-breed hun-
ters amongst whom I have sprent some
forty -years of my life. 2

As is well known the best and findst
furs of the world with very few excep-
tions are found in British North Ameri-
ca, and the greatest fur preserve of the
world téday lies within our own provined
of Alherts i the McKenzie and Poace
and Athabasca Distriet:

The yaatity of the fur caught in these
districts, with some. few exceptions is as
good as in any other part of America
ind the fur trade forms one of the most
valnable assets of our province. ~Our own
('ity of Bdmonton owes its origin to that
trade, in fact what gold has been to some
countries the fur trade has been to West-
ern Camada. The fur trader in pursuit
of+furs was led on gradually to'esplore
what was before his ad¥ent an autumn
wilderness, and “civilization followed in
his foetstéps. When T first came to Ed-
monton®in ’69 the traders of the North-
West fongt their ‘cash. #harket: in St.
P4dl. After ’1870 this trade DBégan to
centre in Winnipeg, and when Edmonfon
became - town, the: trade camle’ to.it,
and some-day it will. find a . new ‘home
in” some of the towns that will surely
arise in, the north.

Alberta’s- Fur-Bearing Animals.
The animals that are-found in Al-
berta-are common-te’ all parts of -North
Afiérica. - The -following list- embfaces
alf of them : Badger. Beafs; Black; ‘griz-
zly, brown and -white; Beaver; Erihine;
Fisher, -Foxes, cross,- kitt, Blue, réd sil-
ver and white, Lynxs Martin, Minks,
Mwudquasto, . Otter, Skunks, Wolverine
and Wolyes,

The bedrs are a pretty well kanown
animal. The eommonbst is the Black
Bear, niext the Brown, then the Grizsly.
Very few - Polar - Bear. skins ' find their
way to. Edmonton. The Hudson’s Bay
Conipanyg ships soime obtained at -their
posts in ‘the Aretic circle; hut the whal-
ers now-a-days get inost of these skins.

Something About Bears.

The black and browsn -bears: mate -to-
gether and a hlack or brown hear will
havé cubs.of both colors in the same
litter:” There aré:« great-many shades

brown to a light cream eolor. -

Grizzly bears are not néarly as num-
erolis as brown or black, oné readon be-
ing that ‘they ohly have young ones ev-
ery second:year.

Grizzly bears haveé a great reputation
for'ferocity, but d4s well as I could leiarn
from old Bear hunters; they will get out
of -the hunter’s réad ‘about-as quickly as
the black hear.  When wounded they are
fieroe, and will probably’ fight quicker
than the blaek, bHut a black bear wound-
ed 'is quick enough to fight and is just
about as.ugly as the Grizzly. .

Some Fndians will never.spéak of, a
Grizzly but with ' espect, as they be-
lieve if they do' othérwiseithey will be
sure to be torn by them.

If a bear finds that the hole in which
he has héen passing the winter has been
comforfably warm and dry; he will ¢lean
it carefully “out- when he leaves it in
spring and if alive and in that part of
the country the next fall will besure
to go back ‘to his old guartérs. Tndinns
in the summertinie find thess holes ‘and
when winter comes on they go and often
find the hole occupied.

Bears will eat mostly anything. “The
Grizzly is a flesh eatér if Jre can gét it.
The black and brown bears live more
on berries. Their favorite berry is the
red willow berry. On this they get very
fat. Bear's meat especially when they
are feeding on berries is good eating.
It is heavy meat, a pound of: it being
much 1éss in bulk than a poynd of  beef.

A Tip For Camping is—gpread.

A ‘bearskin on ‘the frozen ground flesh
side next the ground and make your Ved
on it and you will sleep cold. Put the
fur noxt the ground and you will-be
warm.

Our National Animal:

Beavér arve probably the niost interest-
ing animals in our list. There is no an-
imal except perhaps the elephant, which
¢omes so near béing a reasoning animal.
Theirwork -in bnilding €hoir dams, in
cutting dawn trees and floating them: fo
their houses is wonderful. They will cut
a iree to fall just where they want it.
Sotuetimes when half through the trink
of u tree they will guit work on it. They
have found out it is not going to fall
where they want it. This valuable an-
imal is being rapidly killed out. Gov-
érnmeénts pads ‘laws Yorbidding tHeir be-
ing -killed, when they are prattically
killed out. ;

No notice is taken of them in the north
whetre there dre yet ‘some, and where if
somie measure-of protection ‘were given
them they might increase ‘and: spread.
If this protection is mot given and given
at once, o very few years will see the
total destruetion of this valuable aniinal.

Erminc Here Too.

- Simee the-year of -the corgnation of the
present king, the Erinine of the mnorth
has increased wonderfully 4n value. For
years they were of 6 1ittle value in Lon-
don that no great effort was made to se-
cure their skins, the only Ermine of
value being that of northern Europe.
Even today the ITndians do not make any
special effort te trap them. Those that
are killed are meostly caught by old wo-
men and young boys.

Fishors are larger and have eoarser
hair than a Marten. Why they are call-
el Pishérs I never could find out. They
do not fish or take to wateér like a mink
or Otter. They are mever very humer-
ous, they are & much’ fiereer &nimal than
a Marteny they are found wherever you
get Martens. . :

The cross fox is, as its nameé implies,
a cross between the Silver and the Red,
and there is also“on every Cross Fox,
no matter how closely K& miay fesemble
a Red one in color, a perceptible black
éross in the shoulders. The imore silver
there iv a cross fox the more valuable it
is. TRed, Cross and Silver foxes breed
one with the other. No doubt if silver
foxes were mated with silver they would
produce pure silver foxbs, but as it is'a
red fox will have a litter of ctoés and
red and silver foxes of silver, eross and
ved.

Even when alive the fur of the mink’
fades as soofi as the sum gets o Fittle
strength in February and Mareh.” Moss-
quash of:Muskrat, are incfedibly numer-
ous at times. They die off periodically.
They breed very fast and incredase Very
guickly. ‘At present the fur iy in great
demand for coat linings and coats are
now -being made entirely of rat. Large
nunibers are dyed and used fo imitate
other furs.

Theé Otter of the North-West thongh
valuabls is surpassed by the  eastern
Otter. In winter when they. travel about
they will dive under the snow and keep
under for quite a distance. They dre
about the ‘only animal T Enow of,  that
slides down hill for fun. They pick ‘out
a Jong clay hank and there they slide
into thé watei, 'and have a real good
time just like a lot of children would.

J Skunks Are Lively.

We Itive two skunks in the north-west
the long and short striped. - The latter ‘s
the mokt valuable. Tho black skunk is
not found in "Alberta. The skunk is the
first ‘apimal to take oh its wintér coat
in the fall, and the first to shed it in
spring. This fur is used to imitate othex
furs, and in its natural color, undér the
trade ‘name of Alaska  Sable a: great
many skins' are’ used.

The Wolverine is a most destructive
and mischievous animal. When( one
gets into a trappet’s line of trdps, un-
less he is killed a trapper inay as wéll
quit. He will knock down the traps; eat
up the baits and the Martens, and if he
cannot eat up all he finds, he will take
them off and hide them. Many tales
are told of the cunning of the Wolverine
Certain it is that no othar animal is
harder to trap. Sef a steel trap aud he
will dig it up, and will bite poison haits
in tivo and spif them oat. The Tundians
make -a dead fall that generally gets
him, and one steel trap on top of anoth-
or, is often 'sdéecessful. No fut makes
a finer or more lasting robe than - the
Wolverine and «if dark skins are secured
no handsomer gobe can be had. Luck-
ily this animal is not very numerous.

A Wolverins Story.

Writing about Wolverines puts mé n
mind of a story in- which a Wolverine
skin was the cause of much trouble. One
fall a good many years ago, five miners
in British Columbia conéluded té put in
the winter season trapping aund so bnilt
a big shack not far above Quesvelle on
the Fraser River.. T knew all of these
men later on. Mt E. Carey, (of ‘Norris
& Carey) was one' and Mr. William
('rest of St. Albert another of the five.

When the first snow fell in Noveniber
they noticed tracks of some animal close
around their shaek, and ohe night one
of the men watched for this animal, and
when it appeared shot at it, and mnext
mrorning ' found ‘the animal- dead close
tp the shack. THe anmimdl was skin-
ned and the argument started as to
what was the’ name of'this animal.
Some said it was one thing and some
another, ‘and  no two agreed. Affer
some days the arguménfs gof very
hot, dnd finally to avoid trouble the
subject was dropped|{ but by this time
every man was mad with every ‘one
of his partners, The rest of the win-
ter until Febidary they passed in si-
Ten'és; Wo man spoke to his neighbor.
Every man cooked hig:own food. Ev-
ery one cut. some wood, and when he
made a fire he used the wood from his
own pile. 'On Christmas each cooked
and eat their dinner in silence, dur-
ing the day they visited their traps,
In February two H. B. C, men, carry-
ing a packet to Fort Alexandria, stop-
ped in passing -4t their shack. When
they came' inte the house, every man
pointed to the skin of the unknown
amimal and asked its name, “Wolver-
ine,”’ was the answer. - Nene of the
irappers had ever even heard of such
an animal, For an instant there was
silence, “anud then all round hand-
shake, as one of the trappers re-
marked : “‘And to- think there was
none of us knew a'darned thing about
what we were talking about.”

“We havé in the northwest the tim-
ber wolf, brush or buffalo wolf, coy-
ote,  the .tatter, which frequent the
fecding: ‘gyounds of- the musif ox,
are as big as a timber wolf and run
from pure white to a dirty yellow in
color,

Wolves Killing Horses.

too well knewn to need any deserip-
tion here. Both are a pest in a farm;
ing ecountry, and should be killed off
wheréver posgible. The timbér wolf
is a most destructive animal, two or
three can do.a lot of damage. - I have
known a female woif and two cubs to
pull down ovér one hundred horses,
They would pull down two or three
‘a night, dnd- they would eéat some of
the flesh; the mext night they would
kill -fresh horses. - They. never.went
back to the animals previously killed.
They wanter their food warm. They
would :not take poison or go near a
poisened carcase. . I.got rid .of them
by -mixing ground glass ‘with some
meat and. grease. . :

"*They. eat, it' and disappearéd, . We
found the body.of one in spring, and
I imagifie o1l died: vty

Benefits of H. B. C,

T do not believe in monopolies, but
there is no doubt the monopoly once
held by thé H. B. Co. in this country
worked well for the Indians and  for
the protection of the ‘fur-bearing ami-
mals. ‘The company looked aiter the
welfare of .the Indians, and. theeIn-
dians looked .after the animals. Then
every Indidn had his own huntitig

The. coyote-and  brush wolves ave |'}.

‘ are toa Tarmer,« He knéw.every lodge
.out. Ii they ever did want.to kill too
many, the company-stepped in. and
Iimited the nunibér to be tradéd at
each post, and paid-the Indians.: They
‘made. beaver prices extratfor -every
‘ten made-beaver to make up tor the
loss-on beaver.

Transportation ifr those days was
limmited, ‘and only-a certain® quantity
of goods: could' bé: brought “into’ the
c¢ountry fr trade. The Indian hunted
to pay his debts.  Those paid, he did
not hunt mueh—often in the spring
the eompany weré in the débt of the
Indiahis, and were only able to pay
thtexn when_a fresh; supply of goods
_wagreceived in the fall,

The system of trade was a wise one,
All articles required by an. Indian to
fit him out for hunting were sold al-
most at & unfirmio price from Fott
Garry to the Arctic,

Old Time ways.

Finery and luxunes the Indian had
to.pay well for;:- These were ouiy
sold in spring when he had furs to
spend on them. The half-breed hun-
ters- having no hunting grounds of
their .own were forced to~poach on the
Indians’ preserve. They hunted a
country for all they could get out,
when it‘was ruined they went else-
where,  tI was the halt-breed hunters
of Lae Ste, Anne’s and 8t.
