NIOBE T0 HALIFAX

Flotilla of Steamers, Headed by HM.
S. Cornwall, Leave Clark's Harbor
Last Evening—Cornwall Was Un-
injured by Her Accident.

s.alifax, N.S., Aug. ™——The Niobe
started on her way to Halifax at six
o’clcck this evening, according to a
wireless message from Clark’s Harbor
to Admiral Kingsmill. The weather
was very thick, just as thick as it has
Leen for a week ,a heavy pall of fog
resting on the entire western coast of
Nova Scotia.

BEING DISCUSSED

Consent of England, Russia, Austria
and Italy is Indespensible to Ar-
rangement—England Certain -to In-
sist on Similar Rights to Germany.

London, Aug. 5—A semi-official
statement from Paris tonight says the
geographical limit of French terri-
tory concessions in - Africa which
France ha¥ made to Germany are still
being discussed. It also developed
that the consent of England, Russia,
Austria and Italy. is indispensable to
the arrangement.

malt beverages and Dbarley - raisers
from all over the country-are. here
ittending the hearing - conducted by
the board and many, others have sent
their views by mail!

The object of the board’s inquiry is
to bring malt liquors within the
scope of thé' Pures ¥Food dnd Drug
Act, and to determine just . what
shall not be contained in liquid sold
under the labels 'ager beer, beer, ale,
porter, stout, and malt extract. The
board has propounded a series’ of
questions as to ingredients, fomenting,
coloring, carhonating, etc.  The ap-
plication of foreign names to domes-
tic products also is to be inquired
into.

It'is claimed tHat
much-of the beer eold in this countfy
is made of corn or rye, and that’
some of the malt extract and other
beverages are not. what their names
lead consumers to think them.

CALL HIM “WILLIAM THE PEACE-
FUL” AND “WILLIAM THE
TIMID.”

Berlin, Aug. 4—The prospects of a
speedy settlement of the Merocco
question between Germany and
France is welcomed on every hand
but the terms of the agreement when
they become known ' probably will
cause considerable dissatisfaction in
both Germany and France. The nego-
tiations between M. Landon, .the
French ambassador, and foreign min-
ister Von Kiderlein-Waechter have
been difficult and.t e ¥French people
even yet are not guite as optimistic
‘as the Germans over the final out-
come.

Details still remain to be arranged.
Both Germany and France have been
compelled - to concede a number of
weighty points berausc neither was
pipared to press matters too - far.
Jorvon Kiderlein-Waechter - is thor-
oughly wearied of tnhe whole incident,
especially as he has not secured a ful-
fillment of his desires and the French
diplomats are prepared for a storm
of indignation among patriots on both
sides of the frontier.

Indignation Shown,

The first indications of indignation
already have appeared in the Pan-
German Post and the Seukunft, the
organ of Maximilien Harden. The.
leading article of the Pan-German
Post today not only attacks Von Kid-
erlein Waechter and Imperial Chan-
cellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg ' and
demands their retirement from office,
but makes a terrific onslaught upon
Emperor William asking ‘“What has
happened to the Hohenzollerns?’ It
also calls the Emperor the strongest
supporter of the Anglo-French policy
and continues: “We know what Eng-
lish and French newspapers have said
for weeks namely ‘“Wait until your
Emperor returns and then the retreat
will be sounded and Germany will re-
cede.”

The Pan-German Post coneludes by
calling the. Emperor “Willlam the
Timid,” 'and- “the valorous paltroon.”
Herr Harden in the Seukunft also at-
tacks His Majesty severely = naming
him “William the Peaceful.”

Optimism in France.

Paris, Aug. 4—According to a state-
ment, issued tonight the French-Ger-
man situation over Morocco shows a
tendency to ameliorate Germany
since the last interview between Am-
bassador Cambon and Foreign Secre-
tary Von Kiderlein-Waechter having
ceased to consider her original pro-
positions as beyond modification. It
is certain that a relaxation .in the
situation has resulted. Nevertheless it
cannot he djsguised that thpre sstill is
a -considerable margin between Ger-

many’s pretensions and the conces-

sions France s disposed to make and

gotiations evokes satisfaction, exag-
gerated optimism is out of place until
further 'interviews between Ambassa-
dor Cambon and Major Von Kider-
lein-Waechter result in a complete
agreement.

Secretary Kiderlein-Waechter. It is
officially stated that the Emperor has
postponed his trip to Wilhelmshohe
because of the illness’ of Empress
KXuguste Victoria.

PRETTY GIRL USED WILES,

She Smiled Prettily and Was Nice to
Military Nabobs—Meanwhile she
Copied Their Plans.

Vienna, Aug. 5—Investigations by
one of her admirers have resulted in
the arrest in Austria of a beautiful
young' woman who is alleged to have
acted as a spy in the service of the
Russian government.

A few months ago Fraulein Trom-
becka, who is the daughter of a Rus-!
sian engineer, arrived in Przemsl, a
garrison town in Austrian Poland, de-
scribing herself as a teacher at the
hotel where she was staying. It was
noticed that she made no great jef-
forts to secure work, although she had
some pupils, including several officers
who took lessons in languages.

The new teacher’s great beauty and
vivicity soon made a great impres-
sion in the dull-garrison town, and
the fact that Miss Trombecka mov-
ed into a luxuriously furnished flat
met with but little comment.

here is the result of the clever detec- |
tive. work by Sergeant Ashe ,the wcllf
known mounted police detective. in |
October, 1907, Thomas was a teamster '
hauling gravel from the river bottom |
to the city. Horses one day were found ‘
tied to a tree but he was missing. In |
the spring of 1908 some parties found
the body floating in the river near Dia-
mond City and it was identified as
Thcmas by his brothers-in-law,

The coroner’s jury brought in a ver-
dict of drowning from causes unknown,
A few days ago Ashe heard that some
half-breeds of Browning, Mont, had
told a white man that they ha? wit-
nessed the murder of the man found
near Lethbridge. Ashe immediately
thought cf Thomas’ death and on re-
porting the same tc the inspector, was
despateched to Browning to investigate.

Saturday Inspector West received
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a wire from Ashe saying he had White-
ford under arrest and was bringing
four witnesses with him. Saturday
night he arrived with the party. Ashe
immediately stdrted off after another
very material witness and all was kept
secret till this afternoon to make sure
he wculd get his witness. The police
claim to have a very strong case
against Whiteford as three of the wit-"
nesses say they saw the deed and the
witness whom Ashe is after was an in-
terested party. On the arrival of Ashe,
.Whiteford will have a preliminary
hearing.
