- What is transpiring, what 
is brewing over there in 

I58u»sl Europe? Not in the regu- 
lar course of things that 

we know, the ebb and flow of battles, 
air-raids, sinkings of ships, political 
shifts and changes, ministerial 
speeches, and all the other usual in­
gredients of the farrago we call 
“war news”—what is there, under­
neath all these things and different 
from them, of more than ordinary- mo­
ment, breaking out here and there in 
surface indications and filling thf air 
with a sort of electric surcharge and 
men’s minds with a sense of the im­
minence of tremendous events? For 
that sense is there; it is known that 
tremendous events are certain sooner 
or later—are they at hand? Let us 
recount a few of the latest of these 
surface indications that we speak of 
and see if they justify any expecta­
tions out of the ordinary.

The purely military situation pre­
sents its most striking feature in 
Haig’s drive in Flanders. The com­
bined forces there are driving ahead 
with a courage and determination that 
allow no interruption to the opera­
tions except by obstacles that are ab­
solutely insurmountable. They are 
driving ahead in the .face of most un­
favourable conditions at a not very 
favourable time of year, which grows 
less propitious every day. They would 
not do this if they did not feel certain 
of one thing—that It is possible for 
them to achieve, before winter, a suc­
cess which will be of transcendent im­
portance, a success similar tel that 
which crowned the battle of the 
Somme but many times more,vatuam*. 
There is no need to discuss here all 
the possibilities that Haig has in view; 
the general aspects of the situation 
are easily comprehended. The point 
to notice is the almost feverish earn­
estness of the attack he is steadily 
pushing home.

The other military event that con-, 
tributes to the importance of the 
whole present position is the • course 
of the Italian campaign. The essence 
Of it may be expressed in one sen­
tence—General CadOms seems un­
mistakably to be aiming past Mount 
Stita Gabriele rather than at it. This 
may apppear a trivial way to epitopaise 
what le really a great war in itself, 
but in reality it has a world.of mean­
ing. If fcalttorna aimed at Trieste and-

ate has fermented 
lumps; head dizzy and aches 
gases and acids and eructate undigest­
ed food; breath foul, tongue coated—

The one thing 
common to all their talk is the evid­
ent desire for peace and unmistakable 
alartn over the future. Austria cries 
out before she is struck: we will have 
peace,, she says, but not at any price. 
It is a new thing that she should en­
tertain the possibility of her enemies 
demanding terms which would re­
present peace “at any price" to her.
