If every teacher would become an 
active member of the N. T. A. then 
indeed there would be no 
continuation ot the - delay 
In making our educational sys­
tem better. We have In hand at 
present plans for the bolding ot a- 
Convention In 1919, and there Is also 
a movement under way to erect a 
War Memorial, and public opinion 1s 
partially in favour of an educational 
Improvement. In neither ot these two 
Important' questions can we speak, as 
a body, so effectively as Ourougu the 
N. T. A. Again the history of unions 
through the ages emphasises their 
usefulness. Therefore it Is up to 
every teacher of Newfoundland to 
bestir himself and become an active, 
agitating and fighting member ot the 
Newfoundland Teachers' Association, 
and our educational status will be In­
creased thereby.
Sometime latér I hope to show more 

clearly the need of supporting our 
own union.
