LONDON, Mar 26.
Great crowds to-day paid a final 

tribute to the Bari ot Yprea whose 
ashes rested in state at Westminster 
Abbey and then were carried to Vic­
toria Station, where the casket was 
transferred to the train for Ripple- 
vale, Kent, his birthplace, for Inter­
ment. The general publie was admit­
ted without restrictions to West­
minster Abbey to-day. Special services 
were conducted, at which all memebrs 
of the Royal Family were represented. 
After the service at the Abbey the 
funeral cavalcade passed through the 
Horae Guard’s Parade and the Mall, 
past Buckingham Palace, and on to 
Victoria Station, all the route being 
packed with reverent crowds. Marshal 
Joffre of SYance and a body of French 
and Belgian soldiers who marched in 
the procession were viewed by She 
crowds with especial interest. y
