" Autherity, Sounds Pessi-
mistic Note in Winnipeg

Believes Germany's Prepara-
tions Are Aimed at Prestige
of Great Britain

Winnipeg, Aug. 30.—Sir George
Armstrong, who accompanies the’
party of British statesmen, at
present visiting Winnipeg, is re-
garded as a naval expert and has
made valuable contributions to
naval literature. Born January 19,
1866, his love for the sea was more
or less inbred, as he received his
education on H M. S, Britannia,

From the “Old Brit” he entered
the navy in 1878, and was gazetted "~
lieutenant in 1890, :

He saw a bit of the world while “fol--
lowing the sea,” for he served in the
Mediterranean, North America, West
Indies, Channel and China stations.
Resigning in 1891, Sir George embark-
€d on a journalistic career, joining the
staff of The 'Globe, and later for a
period of twelve years acted as its
editor. He is part proprietor of The&
People, but has never ¢ntirely forsaken
his old love, as his name is on the
emergency list of officers of ‘‘the king’s
navee.”

Interviewed yesterday, Sir George,
preferring to leave poMtics in general
to his fellow travelers, was nothing
leath to expound his opinion as a naval
man on the naval question.

“Little is known of the possibilities of
the wireless or the use to which the
ethereal waves may be put,” said Pro-
fessor .
