The waterworks in the fall of 1919
was in a deplorable condition, the
water pressure on the main street
being only about 30 pounds. The dam
at the intake on Fairy Creek had
not been cleaned dut for five years,
so that about six feet of vile muck
had accumulated in the dam. This
necessitated an expenditure of be-
tween two and three hundred dollors.
A great many leaks in the mains
were allowed to go unfixed in 1919
and a great many more developed
during the year. The City Engir
claims that the power pump purc
ed for this purpose saved the city
not less than $1000. The Water-
works revenue for last year amount-
ed to $22,029, as compared with $19,-
145 in 1919, leaving a net
of $8850 as compared with §
1919, a difference of $3200 in
of 1920. This was accomplished
largely by careful administration in
the operati department and partly
by iner r the s of large con-
sumers who had p 1920 not
been paying their proper share as
compared with the small consumer.
The waterworks is in better shape
toddy than it Las been for some
time. In 1919 the hydrant pressure
on Victoria avenue was only 30 to 35
pounds. Today and for some m
past the pressure has been 70 to 75
pounds. This accomplished by
stopping leaks and making other
repairs to the pipe line. I am afraid
that in the near future there will
have to be a large expenditure in
this department. It may surprise
many of you to know that for two
or three years there has not heen a
drop of Fairy Creek water in the
City reservoir. In fact until last
summer it had been entirely dry for
more than a year. Through the cour-
tesy of the General Manager of the
C.N.P. Coal Co., it is now full of
Coal Creek water, which is held in
reserve for fire purposes. None of
this water reaches the city, although
Coal Creek water is perfectly good.
