THE CHEESE TRADE.

The activity experienced in the first
three weeks of January had been super-
scded by a much quieter market, and
has now entered a dull stage. A few
orders, however, continue to come for-
ward, which are being fllled at from
8c to 8 1-4c for summer goods and 9¢
to 9 1-4c £ fine to finest fall. Quite a
lot of cheese has recently moved out
of the Ingersoll section, which com-
prised a good proportion of the 10,088
New York last
week, and we understand fresh freight
engagements have been made for more.
The season, of course, is advancing,
and it would be more acceptable to the
trade if English orders came forward
more freely, but holders here are mani-
festing no anxiety, as they feel confi-
dent that all the cheese a2t present held
in Canada will be required during the
next three or four months, as it will
be fully four months before the new
product will arrive in ¥ngland: in any
quantities worth speaukiag of. There
are, of course, a few bears In trade,
who would like to <zlear the market
of all the fall goods at about 8 3-4c;
but holders’ ideas are a good 1-2¢
above that figure. The shipments from
Australla and New Zealand, which
usually arrive in England about this
time, are comparatively small, while
the exports of American cheese con-

tinue to fall off about 50 per cent, as

compared with those of last season. At
present very reasonable prices, there-

fore, and the fact that England’s re-
quirements will be considerable from
now until the end of the season, hold-
ers have no occasion to feel anxious.—
Trade Bulletin.
CANADIAN TURKEYS IN ENGLAND
Advices from Eugland state that the
turkeys which arrived in Liverpool
with their feathers on were quickly
disposed of at 16c to 20c per 1lb, while
plucked birds sold at from 9c to 12c.

This shows the importance of shipping
turkeys to England in their feathers,

as repeatedly advised in these col-

umns. They should be neatly packed
in boxes or cases containing about 800

Ibs, and should never be plucked, as

that unnecessary operation always in-
curs a depreciation of about 7c to 8¢

per 1b.—Trade Bulletin,
RUSSIAN WHEAT CROP.

A letter from Bradstreet’s stated
that a cable from Beerbohm made the
shortage in the Russian wheat crop,
compared with 1894, 80,000,000 bu, and
rye 115,000,000 bu. The preliminary es-
timate of the Russian crop, published
by the United States Department of

Agriculture, makes the total rye .crop
in 1895, 680,276,000 bu, a decrease of

172,724,000 bu, compared with 1894, but
30,000,000 bu above the annual average
for ten years. The wneat crop is given
as 229,175,000 bu, a decrease of 125,295,-

000 bu. The crop of barley is given
at 162,879,000 bu, against 237,400,000 bu
in 1894, and oats, 563,289,000 bu, against
648,500,000 bu.

The flve exsting
factories in Ontario are still more than
sufficient for the requirements of the com-
munity in burial furnishings. Any two of
them could easily supply the whole of Can-
ada, and no doubt any one of them would
be glad to negotiate with any organization
of bona fide capitalists to dispose of their
business at a sacrifice.

DEATH OF A CELEBRATED ARTIST.

On Saturday afternoon, about half past
one, Miss Flora White died at St. Joseph's

OLD-FASHIONED SNOWFALL.
The first genuine old-fashioned snow-

fall of the present winter visited Lon-
don on Saturday mnight and Sunday.
The fall was heavy—exceeding twelve
inches on the level—but as it was un-
accompanied by any wind storm, it
did not affect travel, while it greatly
improved sleighing. Trains made thelr
usual time on all the roads.

The sweeper threw a blind-
ing cloud of snow, and every few feet
the electricity shone powerfully from
the wheels. It necessitated two trips
over the entire system to thoroughly
clear the tracks, and this occupied the
greater part of the night.
