The com- 
pany employs 800 men.

Thirty-two of the steel workers from 
Knoxville, Tenn., arrived at Homestead 
Tuesday. They are all white and claim to 
be thorough workmen. They said there is 
a general desire among steel workers who 
went south to get back to the northern 
mills.

The strike of tanners at Milwaukee 
which has lasted for 36 weeks has been de- 
clared off, and the men are soliciting their 
old places.

THE GIFT OF C. T. YERKES

Chies go to Have the Largest Telescope 
in the World.

Chicago, Oct. 12—Chicago is to have 
the largest and most powerful telescope 
in the world. It is the gift of Charles T. 
Yerkes, the street railway magnate, to the 
Chicago University. Prof. George E. Hale 
and Prof. 8. W. Burnham, recently of 
Lick Observatory, California, the present 
greatest astronomical establishment in ex- 
istence, were the first to agitate the matter. 
Mr. Yerkers became interested and yester- 
day afternoon the information was made 
public that he authorized them to build 
for the university the finest telescope on 
earth, equipped with everything to make 
it the best. They were explicitly told not 
to mind the question of cost. Alvin G. 
Clark, the famous telescope maker, was 
telegraphed to and has already under- 
taken to cast the glass, which will be 
45 inches in diameter, just eleven inches 
greater th in the glass at Lick. If all goes 
well it will probably be turned on the 
skies for the first time from the Chicago 
University in the autumn of 1805. The 
outlay which Mr. Yerkes will meet is esti- 
mated at a round half million dollars. He 
made no conditions, except that the in- 
strument was to be the best, and when the 
expense was ascertained to send the bill to 
him.

Terrible Sufferings of a Part ot the Crew 
of a Lost Ship,

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Oct. 12.—The brig

liam A. Campbell, Irom Port Townsend for 
Queenstown, was abandoned in a gale n 
Aug. 28. The mate, ten men and a boy 
arrived in a boat at Kahului on Sept. 20. 
The captain, his wife and child and the re- 
maining eight of the crew in another boat 
are missing. The ship, which was wheat 
laden, had leaked for some time. Water 
soaked into the wheat, which became 
swollen and burst the vessel.

George’s Home, New York, were present, 
their regulation garb, which is very similar 
to that of the siters of charity, attracting 
some attention. The provincial secretary, 
Mrs. M. E Finch, and the corresponding 
secretary, Miss Annie Watson, both of To­
ronto, are at their posts.

Mrs. John Cameron gave a very in­

structive Bible reading on "The Status of 
Women in the Bible," from which it was 
shown that God had called women to fill 
the highest grades in ministerial work.

Mrs. Thornley, the president, briefly 
addressed the assemblage.

LOUISVILLE, Ky. ,Oct. 12.—Henry Hepka, 
a dairyman living on the Shelby street 
road, has been arrested, charged with 
lunacy.
