London, Wednesday, Oct. 25.—The |
following dispatch from Gen. Sir Geo. )
Stewart ‘White, received last evenlng’
at 11 o’clock, was posied at the war
office soon after midnights

“Ladysmith, Oct. 24—9 p.m.—Infor-
mation received tonight showed that
the Boers had established themselves

in considerable numnfbers in exceeding-

ly good positions west of the main road

leading from Ladysmith to Dundee.
“I also have information that the

Dundee force, €ormerly commanded by
Gen. Symons, and since his wound,
commanded by Gen. Yule, was falling |
back on Ladysmith by way of the
Helpma Kaar road, Beith and the val-
leys of the Waschbank and Sunday
Rivers, and was expected to reach ;
Sunday River Valley today.

“I therefore moved out a strong
force to cover the movement of Yule's !
column. The enemy was discovered
about seven miles out of Ladysmith
in a position of exceptional natural
strength, west of the road. When he
saw that the preparations were being |
made against him, he copened fire with
one gun with great accuracy. Our ar-
tillery scon got into position, and the
gun was silenced. Troops were order- |
ed to occupy a strong ridge parallel to |
the enemy’s position, but nearer to the |
road.

I confined my efforts to confining |
him, and hitting him hard enough to !
prevent him taking action against
Yule's column. Numbers of the enemy
fled to the west, and firing had parti- |
ally ceased at 2 o'clock.”

FORMED A JUNCTION,

The Cape Town correspondent of the
" Daily Mail, telegraphing at 9:46 last |
night, says: “Gen. Yule has perform- |
ed a ‘brilliant strategical movement.
By a swift march to the south, leav-
ing Glencoe empty, he has effected a !
juncsion of his forces with those of Sir
George Stewart White, slightly to the |
north of Ladysmith. The two are now
in a position to offer battle. I Dbe-
lieve the first attack will ‘be made on
the Orange Free State’s burghers who
entered the Transvaal by Tintwa, and
are now creating trouble. The military
euthorities expect that by joining their
two armies the British would be much
better able to defend themselves
against a large force than if they had
two Mbodies to contend with. Then,
after defeating the Orange Free State
troops, they will offer battle to Com-
mandant Joubert. Only 40 miles now
peparate the two divisions; hence the
need for swift and sure action. The
two sections of the Boer army out-
number the British force by three to
one. Hard fighting is certain at a
very early date. Our men are con-
fident, and there i3 much enthusiasm.
The fighting today outside of Lady-
smith was 4 mere brush. The losses on
either side were insignificant. It was
meraly an artillery duel, in which the
Boers came off deacidedly the worse.”
A GLOOMY VIEW.

The war 'office dispatch seems to
realize the worst fears. Gen. Yule has
abandoned not only Dundee, but Glen-
coe also, and so far as present news
would indicate, he has neither joined
Gen. White nor reached Ladysmith.
‘Gen. White's successful action, an-
nounced in parliament by Mr. Wynd-
ham, sesmed to resolve itself into a
mere engaging of the attention of the
Free State trcops while Gen. Yule is
slipping southwards. It is evident
from the official dispatches that both
Commmandant-General Joubert’s column
on the north and the Orange Free
State troops on the west now occupy
strong positions, and that nothing
hinders the Boers from following up
Gen. Yule's retirement and getting
around Ladysmith fromr the south-
east. TUntil reinforcements arrive it
seems that Gen. White is obliged to
concentrate on Ladysmith. It is be-
lieved that the government have other
dispatches that have not yet been
published. The secretary of state for
war left Mr. Choate's residence early
at a banquet to Gen. Harrison, and
proceeded to the war office, where
even after midnight there was much
aotivity.

Although there is no reason to doubt
the accuracy of the dispatch from
Cape Town to the Dally Mail regarding
Gen. Yule's movement, it is curious

The positiom in Kimberley is unchang-
ed. The siege continues. Yesterday
the armored train found the enemy in
the same position in the Spytfontein
neighborhood. The prisoners who were
captured when the armored train was
destroyed by the Boers at Kraalpan
are now reported allve and well treat-
ed.

Large DBoer forces in the neighbor-
hood had destroyed big sections of the
railroad line north and south of the
town. Many fugitives from neighbor-
ing villages have been imprisoned by
the Boers.

BCERS AND BASUTOS.
Cape Town, Oct. 25.—The tollowing!
advices have been received here from
Maseru, Basutoland: A native recent-
ly visited a laager of Orange Free
State troops, just opposite Maseru. He
noticed only a few Masgeru. The Boer
commandant questioned him regarding
the feeling of the different Basuto
chiefs. principally the paramont chief
Lortinhold and d4n order to draw the
commandent, the native replied that
the chiefs sided with the Boers. There-
upon the commandant said the two
republics wished te kill the British,
and to take over and govern the Ba-
sutos, restoring to the Jatter that part
of the country which the Free Btate
formerly took from them. As to the
Britishers, those whom they falled to
kill they would drive into the sea. The
commandant wished a decisive action
on the part of Lorithold and other
chiefs as s=oon as possible—whether
they would fight the Boers or the Brit-
ish, because his contingent was anxi-
ous to help the Boers himself. He ex-
plained that his men were afraid of
the Basutos, because their wives and
families, as well as their cattle, were
in reach of a Basuto incursion. The
Boers on the Basutoland frontier, ac-
cording to the best information ob-
tainable at Muza, number about 2,700.
RECKLESS.

The colonial office last evening pub-
lished a cable dispatch, received from
the British high commissioner in South
Africa $Sir Alfred Milner, communi-
cating a significant dispatch from Sir
Godfrey Lagden, the British resident
commissioner in Basutoland, calling at-
tention to the recklessness of the:
Basutos mwhom, he says, he has been
trying to calm. The resident commis-
sioner adds, howewver, our policy has
been made difficult by the blustering
of the Boers, who have freely threat-
ened to attack Masuru and other sta-
tions. Those threats, combined with
intriguing, have contributed to rouse
excitement among the natives. I wish
to olace it on record that the Boers
have unwisely attempted to shake the
allegiance of the Basutos and frustrate
our efforts towards the trancuility.
The Boers, therefore, are responsible
for amy commotion and for the alarm
regarding native invasions, which now
prevail.

THE BECHUANAS.
Lendon, Out. 2.—According te run- |

ners who have arived at Kimberley
from Kuruman, British Bechuanaland,.
the resident magistrate there has re-
cently presided at a councll of the na-
tive chiefs. He advised them -not’to
participate in the war. The natives ex-
pressed satisfaction at the magis-
trate’s explanations, apd promised to
remain quiescent.

DARING FEATS.

The dispatch riders who are coming
down to the Orange River from Kim-
berley are performing daring feats.
They ride through the Boer lines under
cover of the darkness, and get to the
Orange River without taking any rest
save for a change .of horses. The dis-
tance is 60 miles. One rider who got
into Kimberley last Friday, and was
chased 19 miles by Boers, barely escap-
ed with his life.
