London, Nov. 5.—The British attitude in the Balkan situ­
ation was explained today in the House of Commons by Sir Ed­
ward Grey, the foreign secretary, who was loudly cheered when 
In reply to a question he said: “No one in view of the result of the 
war up to date will he disposed to dispute the rights of the 
Balkan states to formulate the terms on which they are prepared 
to concede peace.

A DELICATE MATTER.
“Do not think that the great powers are more slow than other 

people to adjust their known views to the march of events. The 
powers are exchanging views in regard to the position in the Near 
East, but it must be a very delicate matter for them to interfere 
between two powers unless they do so at the request of both.”

Asked whether Great Britain could not follow the precedent 
of the United States in the Russo-Japanese war, Sir Edward Grey 
did not reply.

Sir Edward, referring again to the war, said nothing unto- 
ward had yet happened in Constantinople. The situation there 
remained as it was yesterday, the city being in a state of appre­
hension as to what might happen.

NO WARNING.
Sir Edward denied that Great Britain had given a warning of 

any kind to Bulgaria. The movements of British ships and their 
intentions were precisely similar to those of the other powers 
merely to protect lives.

The step had been taken as a result of communications which 
had passed between the powers.

London, Nov. 5.—In the absence of news of fighting from 
the Balkan theatre of war, Europe is giving attention to the 
diplomatic situation arising out of the hostilities. Although all 
the powers have not yet replied to Turkey’s appeal for mediation, 
it is known that it has nowhere received a very warm reception.

A more definite request from Turkey to the powers to put an 
end to the war, which she is expected to make in view of the 
French reply to her first application, is likely to receive more 
consideration.., 11

must deal directly with them. All that the powers will be able to
