The betting had it that majorities 
would be under the 1,000-mark, and 
that candidates would probably finish, 
up like an abbreviated straight 9, 8, 
and 7, with pretty even betting on 
the high card and the second. There 
is every prospect that the total vote 
in London will reach the 24,000 mark.

Good Weather Throughout the 
Dominion Is Bringing Out 
Millions of Electors Today.

Election Fight Characterized by 
Few Speeches But Inten­

sive Canvass.
In recent British elections 82 per 

cent of the registered voters cast 
their ballots. In the last presidential 
election of the United States only 
one-half of the registered voters 
exercised their franchise. In the 1921 
Canadian elections the percentage was 
70.3 of the registered vote, a decrease 
of 11.2 per cent from 1900.

Canadian citizens are today elect­
ing 245 representatives to the domin­
ion house of commons. These rep­
resentatives will, for a period, con­
trol the destiny of a nation composed 
of 9 226 740 people, having an aggre- 
gate tangible wealth of about $22,- 
195,000,000, and a potential wealth or 
an untold amount. 6.000

In London there is a possibility 
that the representative vote will show 
the greatest percentage of electors 
in the history of the city. Municipal 
and provincial election contests have 
here shown larger percentages of the 
vote than federal elections.

A Record in 1917.
The largest majority for any fed­

eral election was that of Hume 
Cronyn, Union government candidate 
in 1917, who had a majority of 4,363, 
nearly 3,000 of which were soldiers

Better comparison can perhaps be 
made in the general elections of 1911 
and 1921. In the reciprocity election 
Major Thomas Beattie, Conservative 
candidate, defeated J. M. McEvoy, K. 
C by a majority of 1,951. There have 
been two three-party election fights 
for federal honors in London. In Lon­
don Back in 1900 Robert Road­
house was the third candidate, but he 
lost his deposit, while the straight 
party candidates were divided by only 
a few hundred votes.

In the last election the three-party 
fight reached unprecedented propor­
tions The success of Dr. H. A. Steven- 
sons Labor representative, in defeat- 
ing Sir Adam Back for the prov­
incial legislature, had given the Labor 
cause considerable impetus, and their 
candidate in 1921, Arthur Mould 
polled 4.315 votes. Supporters of 
John Colbert In the present contest 
believe that Labor will poll more 
than 5,000 votes.

Rome, Oct. 29. Italy yesterday be- 

fittingly observed the third anniver­
sary of the Fascist march on Rome 
with numerous patriotic ceremonies, 
reviews of the national militia, par- 
ades, meetings addressed by Fascist 
leaders and other, manifestations, all 
of which were attended by and par­
ticipated in by great throngs of 
people.

The ceremonies reached their cli- 
max at Milan, where Premier Mus­
solini, astride a horse, attended by 
General Prince Gonzaga, commander- 
In-chlef of the Fascist militia, and 
Generals Balbao and Debono, re­
viewed 25.000 black shirts belonging 
to the militia, army, navy and air 
forces.
