He does his best to make the working-
man believe that he is ill-used and ne-
glected, and that if he and = those whom
he supports, were onee entrusted with
the reins of government, they would im-
prove his condition very waterially.
But when he is brought to: the
scratch and asked how the improvement
is to be made, what measures he pro-
poses to introduce to give the working
men a higher rate of wages,  he hums
and haws, and twists and turns, and ends
by roundly abusing thequestioner. What
