SMALLPOX AND. CHICKENPOX.

Medicos Agree That Trinidad Epidemic
May Be Either or Both,

Port of Spain, Trinidad, March 21.—
The official medical definition here of
the prevailing sickness is that it is an
epidemie -of varioloid (resembling small-
pox) or varicella (chickenpox) similar
to that ‘which oecurred in Jamaica in
1866. - There has been 889 cases in
Trinidad since Oectober, and three
deaths from the -disease. ~ At present
220 cases are being treated.

ingston, Jam., March 21.—A curious
situation has arisen in the West Indies
regatding the disease resembling small-
pox “wyiich has been epidemic on the
Island of Trinidad, which exists at the
Island of St. Vincent, and ‘which has
lately appeared in Jamaica. Medical

‘men who have exchanged visits among

the islands to make a diagnosis of the
disease differ in opinion considerably.
Those of Trinidad claim it is an erup-
tive fever, the physicians of Barba-
.does say it is-smallpox. ‘and opinion here
as to it§ nature is divided. Trinidad
is maintaining a quarantine against
Barbadoes, and the latter is now quar-
antining Trinidad. The newspapers are
calling for a medical commission to de-
termine the nature of the strange dis-
ease,"and to make recommendations for
its treatment.

ANTHRACITE REPORT.

Commission Hand in. Their Finding to
President Roosevelt.

Washington, Marech 21.—The report of
commission appointed by the President
last October to investigate the anthra-
cite coal strike was made public today.
The report is dated March 18, and is
signed by all the members of the com-
mission, who are Judge Geo. Gray, of
Delaware; Labor Commissioner Carroll
D. Wright and Brigadier-General John
M. Wilson, both of this city; Bishop
John L. Spalding, of Illinois; Thomas
H. Watkins, of Pennsylvania; E. E.
Clack, of Cedar Rapids, Iowa, and Ed-
ward W. Parker, of this city.

In brief the commission recommends
a general increase of wages amounting
in most instances to ten per cent.; some
decrease of time; the settlement of all
disputes by arbitration; fixes a minimum
wage and a sliding scale; provides
against discrimination of persons by eith-
er the mine owners or the miners on ac-
count ‘'of membership or non-membership
in a labor union, and provides that the
awards .shall ' continue in foree until
March 31, 1906. The commission disenss-
ed to some extent the matter of recogni-
tion or non-recognition of the miners’
union, but deeclined to ma;e any award
of this matter. :

He left
this blank, although personall$ he fav-
ored three. ‘Fhe coninfiSsioners will be
appointed for ten years, and will .be
eligible for reappointment. They can-
not hold office after 75 years. of age.
Last year’s bill provided that members:

This
year’s bill provides that the commission-
ers will be removed in the same way
as lieutenant-governors, namely, by the
Governor-General and upon cause.
