A THAW IN FEBRUARY is just as good as
a thaw in January, even if it is not quite so
orthodex. Last week’s one was unusually
lively while it lasted, and newspapers all
over the country report big freshets and
considerable damage to property. Many
bridges have been swept away and buildings
off low grounds “inumdated. The railways
continued to make slow time for a day or
two, the officials fearing serious wash-outs,
but fortunately no accident occurred and
trains are running on regular time again.

THERE ARE PUBLISHED throughout the
world about 30,000 newspapers, includjng
under that designation periodical issués of
all sorts. Of this number the United States
furnishes, in round numbers, 9500, against
3000 issued by Great Britain and Ireland.
Notwithstanding this disparity between the
two nations in the matter of numbers of
different publications, fthe British presses
have issued as many as 1,734,841,956 copies
in one year, against 1,836,473,592 copies
sent out by the American.

It says
it is western extension and mot eastern ter-
ritory that it wants. On western land a
population could be supperted ; there is
likelihood of no such conditions in the bar-
ren country north-west of Lake Superior.
