Ducket Shop—Detectives Are on His
Track—When Llast Heard from He
Was Seeing the Sights in England,

Most people in Torouto remember Au-
gustus T, Kerr who conducted a bucket shop
on/the corner of Scott and Front-streets.
Prior to that time he was manager of the
Bank of Montreal at Guelph and subse-
quently of the private bankiug firm of Kerr
& McKellar. Kerr was a high roller when
in Toronto and was mixed up with the
Central and Exchange Bauks. He disap-
peared four years sgo and has since been lost
to sight though to memory dear.

Kerr is again a fugitive from justice and
bis arrest in England is'daily expected. For
some time past he has been bookkeeper for
the Jarvis-Conklin Mortgage Trust Com-
pany at Kansas City, Missouri. An exami-
nation of his accounts the other day reveal-
od the fact that he was a defaulter to the
extent of something like $20,000.

*Kerr stood behind his desk in. the hand-
some office of the Jarvis-Conklin Company
and figured up the ts of the n,
apparently all intent on hig duties, and at the
same time he had ome eye twisted ona
bucketshop right across the street from his
