Since our last meeting, we have been
able to recover against other Poor Districts,
in other municipalities, the sum of one
hundred and ninetedn dollars and seven~
teen cents, incurred in, and about the sup-
port and removal of paupers not charge-
able to this Municipality. We have like-
wise paid witness fees and expenses of re-
moval in three cases.

The Poor Farm -during the last year has
yielded and produced as follows vig :—

54 barrels of apples, $87.74; we traded
12 barrels, and in return, received four
quintals of dried fisb, valued at $10;
barrel of herrings, valued at, $3; 2§ bar-
rsls of mackerel, $12.50 ; making a total
of $113.24, derived from the fruit pro-
duced ou the farm.

Besides the fruit, the farm produced as
follows, ' viz :— 61 bushels of oats; 14
bushels of barley and peas ; 10 bushels of
buckwheat ; 3 bushels.of beans; 60 bush-
els of turnips ; two hogs weiching 826 1bs.
We sold 5 pigs /@ $2.50 each, and 43 flour
barrels @ 10 conts ; and 40 lbs. of lard @
16 cents per lb.

There is the same amount of stock on
the farm'us we had- last year, with an addi-
tion of three pigs raised on the place.

We have on hand, one hundred and fifty
dollars worth of provision and bedding
and household furniture in excellent con—
dition, fully up to, in condition and quality
the same stock on hand last year.

There are at the date of ghis report, 42
inmates in the Alms House. and the aver~
age attendance during the year has been
40.

We found we could not get the marsh
we were instructed to purchase until after
the grass was cut, and we therefore pur~
chased grass and hold the amount of the
pnrchase of the Poor Farm to our credit,
$550 of which is paid in, and the balance,
$95 is to be paid during the present month.

We sold two buildings on the Western
Counties Railwuy, for $67.

The contract for supplies to the Alms
House, was allotted to Joho Lockett, Esq.,
of Bridgetown, his being the lowest tend-
er; and all articles furnished and supplied
by him under the contract, have been fully
up to the quality contracted for, and thor-
oughly satisfactory to your committee.

Since the last meeting of the Council we
bave had the misfortune to lose the Court
House in Bridgetown, by fire, on which we
had the sum of $800 insured, which sum
will be paid your committee at the expira-
tion of the time mentioned for payment in
the conditions annexed to the policy of
insurance. The underpinning of the burnt
Court House, we sold to the Bridgetown
Iron Foundry Company for the sum of $20.

The carpeting ordered to be furnished
for the Court House at Annapolis, was duly
supplied by us at a cost of $

Your committee have hac charge of the
Alms House since ite erection, and we
take this opportunity of expressing our
continued confidence in the beneficial re-
«ults accruing to the county in consequence
of our present system for the support of
the poor chargeable to our County.

Below, we append a statement showing

For the year 1882, under the new man-
agement, the cost for maintaining the
poor in the Alms House, including keeper
and doctor’s salaries was $2,289 41 ; for out-
side asgistance and overseer’s bille $208.73 ;

favor of the Alms House ot $4.076 56.

For the year 1883, we find the cost of
maintaining the poor at the Alms House
to be $2,971.68 ; out of which sum we aleo
purchased a borse for $135, and expended
$160 in repairs on barn and piggery. Out-
side assistance and overseer's bills $613.25,
which included the Armstrong bills, which
amonnted to $350, making in all $3,584.~
93 ; showing a saving in favor of the new
system of $2,989.71.

For the year ending Dec. 31st, 1884, the
cost of maintaining the poor at the Alms
House was $2,488.56 ; outside assistance
and overseer’s bills $419.88, making a to-
tal of $2,908.44 ; showing a saving in fa-
vor of the new system of $3,666.26, and &
total saving in three years of $10,732.56.
