capitalists’ hands. He also pointed
out that the Eritish farmer had the
chance here of securing excellent bar-
gains at a price which meant only
two or three years rentals of a farm
in England; and with an immediate
prospect of a return of the outlay
for tbe fruit alone.

Major Bavage, of the Essex Regi-
ment, and representing very large
financial interests, fully endorsed his
colleague’s remarks as to the fertil-
ity of the Valley as a whole, and
was particularly struck with the cul-
tivation of the soil bhetween the fruit
irees in the orchard, a thing almost
unknown _in England. He (Major
Savage) was delighted with every-
thing he saw, an& said that no doutdt
there was a-big future for the Annap-
