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- This month, we again give up a con-
siderible portion of our space to the
Reports of Agricultural Societies. The
statements contained in these Reports
indicate very clearly the condition of the
varidus organizations. In their subscrip-
tion lists we have a guage of the liberality
of the farmers of the district ; in their ac-
counts we see the way in which the funds
aro used. Prosperous districts have tho-
rough-bred live stock, which is the Dest
evidence that the Socictics themsclves,
and the farmers of which they are com-
posed, aro “alive.” The suggestions in
reforenco to  Stock and new Implements
and improved Seeds, all indicate probabi-
lities for another season, and Socicties |
may often take hints from ecach other in
such matters. In the accounts of some
Socicties we see large amonnts of money
expended for ¢ seeds” and “ implements,”
without any information of a special kind
as to what kinds of seeds and implements
wers obtained. In justice to themselves
Socictics should specify clearly what purc-
chases have been made, so that the Board
may be able to judge whether they are
really carrying out tho intentions of the
Legislature in the best, or in an effestive,
manner. It is unpleasant for 112 éfficers
of the Board to have to ask Secicties for
farther information; but we are afraid
that, when the Board mieets, enquiries
will be made with respect to thie working
of one or two Societics thet have not

been verv free in their explanations.
Every year shows mors and more the ne
cessity of publishing the detailed Reports
of Sceieties, and we hope that next sea-
son some method may be adopted by
which they can be printed in a separate
and classified form, so as to relieve the
JoURNAL of an overwhelming and yearly
increasing mass of matter, and at the
same time present the information re.
specting Societies to Members of the Leg-
jslaturo and others interested, in a form
for convenient and ready refercnee.
