CONTROVERTED ELECTIONS.

187. In case the right of a municipality to a reeve or
deputy-reeve or reeves, or in case the validity of the elect-
tion or appointment of mayor, warden, or reeve, or deputy-
reeve, alderman, or councillor is contested, the same may be
tried by a Judge of the High Court, or the senior or officiat-
ing Judge of the County (%ourt of the county in which the
election or appointment took place ; and when the right of
a municipality to a reeve or deputy-reeve or reeves is the
matter contested, any municipal elector in the county may
be the relator, and when the contest is respecting the val-
