prayer-mecting, visit hospitals aud pri-
vate people, and lovk after things gen-
erally rand all this mevely by the waymy
wisston work, of course, being the work.
Meet euquirers; [ wish there were more:
lovk adter my mission school,—1 general-
ly give it two hours a day ,—uand lean
Hindustani. [ get no tiioe to read, [
may say, except what i~ divectly neces-
sary for work. It my insteuetor tells me
the truth, i wm getting on famonsly with
my Hindnstani, i spite ot all the distrac-
tious.

MyIschool is kept back for want of a
place.  We are still in o shed, properly
used for standing carts, &, now empty,
@ Tong wall and a rool vn two sides of o
siuare, outside, that is all.  Faney me
up there, with two masters—one is asort
ot pupil teacher, a native Christian and 1
hope a future eatechist—and some boys,
singing  hymmns; giving Scriptural ins-
truction in  Hindustaui, aud  teaching
English, Hindi aud Mabratti, &, also
taught by the masters who assist in
teaching Inglish  and  Seripture, &,
When 1" got iuto the place in the hazaae
which [ have rented, and which is being
repaired, no doubt the school will in-
crease considerably.  Aud when the Lad-
ies come 1" hope we will bave a fine
school.

The Parsee school is the principal
school in Mhow. 1t is attended by <ome
native Christians, and East Indians, and
i~ I think a gond sehisal. We ought
have it. The prevailing hwmguage is
Hindustani, (two branches, Hindi and
Urdu, but much the same except in char-
acters of alphabet ; the forer has more
Sanskrit, the latter more Arabie and Per-
sian words. Some speak Mavathi, some
Guzerathi. A number, mostdy clerks,
&e.,"speak English.Zbut few of them care
to talk about religion, so far a» T yet
find. Itis hard i get catechists, but T
have lately got one. taken him un trial.

They are having much encouragement

in Indore. I go there to-morrow to take
Mr. Douglas™ meeting,  at which Jast
week there were fifteen Babus, meluding
one or two princes.”

In another letter, addresced to Profes-
sor MeLarven, Convener, Mr. (. speiks
ot his present quarters as  consisting of
one roomn ahout 20 teet square which, by
the aid of serecus, is made to serve for
dining-room, drawing-room, awl pantrs.
Respeeting the field Mr. Campbell says:
— Mr. Douglas thinks with me that our
aim must be to have o station in every
city aud town in this ininense and neg-
lected field as soon as possible s the foree
in cach being thereafter steengthened as
rapidly as e can get the missionaries
and the mouney.  Mhow is not the largest
town after Indore, but it ix oue of the
most important, wandfis likely » beecome
more so. Already there ave 20,000 nati-
ves irere, hesides the Kuropeans and the
inhabitants of surrounding villages, some
of which are said to have w’population ot
several thousands.  Mr. Douglas  has
consented to act as chaplain for the
Church of Scotland  troops here.  Al-
though this is not thework we came to
dv, ~o far trow interfering with it, it may
serve the waission it very  important pur-
pose. I have therefore heartily  agreed
to tuke ashare of the work with™ Me.
Douglas who s been suflering to soine
entent from the fever of the country  to
whiclhoall neweomers ave lable. 1 have
been in the doctor's hands my=clf miost of
the tine ~iuce coming here, and some-
times pretty ill, but  haveTmanaged to
pretcl most part of the time.  Lust Sab-
bath T had the pleasure ot listening 1o
Mr. Douglas. T need not$tell ; veu that
he i< an exeellent pr h
