Theit momentous worth, ss & part of oar
edunontional agparatus, s universslly ad
miited, and the good they have been ihe
mosos of effeobing, inonlonlablo. Dut s
higher degreo of efficiency then hao ever
yat been attained is most desirable, and
muet bo soughi and reached. Theadvanoce.
mont of tho cducational standard on all
hands nocossitates this; and especially the
faot that is becoming inororsingly patent,
that to the Ohristian Ohuroh principally, if
not exclusively, mual we look for tho re-
ligious insiruotion of tho young,

Preparation olaeses ore indispensable,
They are not loss important to our teachors
than is preparatory training to ministers,
and should be 2 consclentiously attended
to, whero possible—and I must be par-
doned if, considering the importance of the
matter, I say it ought to he made possible,
oven at Iarge oost of ‘ime, and strongth,
and thought—it shonld be in the hands of
the minister. This s about all he ean do,
actively, for the school ; but with this, and
by his counsel, and sympathy, and frequent
reforence to the teachers and their oharge,
in his prayers and preaohivg, he will kesp
the faot of their oxistencs and operas
tions before his own mind and the mindg
of his people. For otherwiso, in these days
of peparate sorvices, the majority of the
congregation would know little about them,
and think and pray less.

I wish I oonld imprees the minds of
teachars withmy own estimatoe of ths vast
iporianes of their work, and awakon a
{rembling dread of the responsibility they
assume which should lead to most determ-
{?ed efforts $o heet it by diligent prepara-

on,

of tenoliers; and so a mors efficient staff of
workers.,” It is not 86 mutoh an inerease in
the number, as the offtcloney of those who
feach, I depire. Gideons three hun.
dred men are better fitted for the work as-
signed them than the ten thomsand, or
even the thirty-two thousand wonld bave
been, without the required qualifiention.
It beocomes a mattor that imperatively de-
mands the most anxious consideration of
all interested, how to raiso the standard
of Sunday Sckool instructionso as to make
i more effective,

The mest natural method of acoomplish-
ing this is to xaise the staudard of our
tenchers, They must be ranch sngerior in:
knowledge to those whom they instruot,
or they will never draw or keep the young.
In order to seenre this superiority theve
must be more of our beat eduoated men
aud women engaged in the work ; so that
it shall not be left almost wholly, with
the exoeption of the officers, to the young-
or members of cur ohurches. Iar be it
from me ta think othexwise than gratefully
of the gelf-denying Iabouxs of those young
people who give the best part of the best
day to this work. Their motive, in ntost
‘jusiances, I doubt not, is praine-worthy
and pure. But goodness of intentionisnot
snongh fox a meohanto to work with ¢ there
must be goodness of tools and materials,
and skill, or he will-thrn out a poor arii-
o'e. So while, with the Sunday School
teacher, excelleney of motive is an import.
ant qualifioation, that alone is not suffisiont.
There must be knowledge of his business,
and akill in the work he undertakes; and
this can only be looked for as the result of
judiocious training.

Into these gohools all the ohildven of the
eongregation should, if possible, be brought
—not the children of the poor merely,
but those of & higher social standing—as
in Amerioa— (applause)—where the schools
are home-circlea multiplied, in the midst
of whioh many of the heads of households
are found temohing their own and other
children, whose pavents are not so well

Buat we cannot claze our
oyes to the fack that tho enomics with
v ilch the Gospel bas to contend are every
yoar growing more poverfal, nud that two
of *hese in partioular— Jlualicn and Ra
tionalisn—have como closer to ns of Iuto
than either of thom did & very fow  yours
ago., It is true that neithor of thom hasg
for many years given our seotion of the
Ohurch any trouble, but {8 would be folly
ta conccal from ourzelves that on the
otheyr sido of tho Channel thero i3 u Jistle
olond rieing, st present no larger thuu a
man's hand, that may in o very short
time ovorspread the sky. It was to be
expooted that the abolition of Tosts in
the national univetsities would goonoer or
later make its influonos felt in the
churchos, and that the clexgy alse, tollow-
ing in tho wake of the teashers of scienco
and philosophy, would in dne time at-
tompt to throw off the restramnt of croade,
and endeavor fo secaro for themselves
tho dangeroas liborty of teaching the poo-
ple not a well-known systen of recognized
truth, but that which seems to every man
right in his own oyes. Lsxity of religious
beliof is & chavaoterisiio of this age, Somo
men, more vonturous than wise, ignoxing
the charts 1aid down by those who have
poseed the same way in past generations,
wish to #ail aoross the sea of truth withont
rogord efther fo the lights or landmarks
which make the navigation safe. If the
Bible itself has not escaped a hostile oriti-
oism, we need not feel surprised that some
find fault with the very creeds to which
they havo volantarily and deliboratoly at-
tached their names. In various quarters
this dangerous siato of the ecolesiastioal
mind has given,indioations of its presencs,
As yet it has not shown itself, so far as I
know, in onr sedtion of the Ohuroh, but it
is as diffioult to shut cut the influences of
tho age as it is to shutb out tle air, and we
must not suppose that here in Ireland we
by any means are proof against the dan-
gor of the infeolion. Should, howovor,
the anti-dogmatio and sceptioal spirit show
itselt among us, there is no place in the
Presbyterian world where it ought to do
less harm, exoept history has been written
in vain, Long ago Ireland witnessod &
fierce rebellion agaiust creede, and has long
ago discovered how utterly barren and
ussless tho movement proved itgelf to bo.
It i now neatly 160 yours sinte the Bel-
{ast Society began to sow taresin Ulster.
It originated an intellectual movement for
soourlng what was ‘oalled freedom of
thought, and it started s strong opposition
fo subsoription to all humanly.composed
oreeds in genersl, snd {o 1the Westminster
Qonfession in pariioular. The movement en-
listed on its sido noarly all tho talent and
eulture thenin the Synod of Ulster, and
was: supported by the great names of Aber-
nethy, Halliday, snd Kirkpatrick~men

hose memories we would nov venturs to

apreciate unduly by comparing them in in-
tolleotual forée and power of keen logical ane
alysis with tht Gilfillans, Fergusons, and
M'Craes of the present generafion. No-
body in 1719 knew what the erusade
against oreeds’ was likely to produce; to
gome it may have seemeod iniroductory to a
declaration 3 apirilual independsnce—the
emaneipation of the.human mind from the
shaokles of the past—a new caveor of re-
ligions light. and liberty on which we wore
to enter. Bat now in 1877 wo oan loo
back on the path over which themovement
led us, and can tell distinotly what came
out of it all. It produced, in the fiva place,

s painful ocontroversy, which distracted,

tho Synod for seven years, followed by o
micorable disruption. Alarmed at thoe re-
suits of what soomed o great stricinees,
but which in such a caso . was rdally the
path of wisdom, some of tho Prosbytories,
overatraining their rights, took it on them-
gelves to rolax the subscription formula.
They adopted, in facl, tho very remedy
now in favor at Crioff aud at St. Andrews.
Tustond of. the.existing formula of subserip-
tion they substituted, as Prinoipal Tulloch

“has suggosted, a deolaration of general ad-

hesion to the Confession. The formula in
uge in the Presbytery of Bangor in 1774
was 80 lax and so liberal that it would
probably give satisfaction at the present
hour both at Gourock and Dandee. It
was in these words—* I bolleve all the im.
portant dootrines of the Ohristian religion
arocoptained in ihe Westminster Confes-
sion of Faith,” A Mohammedao might
sign such a formala without much soraple
of congolence, But, sirange to say,all the
fine things now expested in Seotland from
the relaxed formula of subsoription did not
follow in Ireland. The Presbyieries which
opened a wide door $o men of all opinions
soon differed swmong ‘hemselves. Their
tone and spirit acted on other Fresbyleries,
whioh did not imitate their laxily, Thers
came & whole century of faintness snd tor-
pidity as il the best blood of the Chuxoh
had been drained out of hor ; and when the
ohill of déath at last showed symploms of
psssing‘away, and life began to return 4b
ministers and ocongregations, thexe oxigl-
nated another controversy, short and
sharp, followed by another disruption, in
whioh the Churoh, by a violent effort, shook
herself clear of the elements of dootrinal
evil whioh had been working in her cobsti-
{ution for more than & hundred yeare, The
grand movemeut for 8o oalled liberty of
consolenoe, disguised a3 it was for a time,
ended in avowed Arianism and in open
seosssion ; and thus more thana hundred
years was nveded to enable the Chareh to
recover 4he wonnd which was inflioted on
het by those who first in 1719 uuwisely
stirred that element of bitter strife, No
good whatever oame of it, but very much
avilto all eoncerned. Tho lesson of our
history in $his country is, as I read it,
therefore that our usefaluess and proaper-
ity a8 » Ohuroh are bound up with Sab.
toription to. the Confession of Faith, and
with attachment to the truth of God, and
that unfaitfulness to subeeription, oxr_the
deairo to gel Treo from i, is mssociated in

~

Thero 18 nothing human, perhapa,
that is absolutuly perfect; bat any attempr
ot prescnt to ultor sn nutrutasnat, which at
onen & bond of union and a test ot ortho-
doxy is foand to serva ita parpose wall, Is
mworahikely to spoil than toimprove it. Ouar
Confutsion does not press at all upon tho
laity, and gives them & roasonable guaran-
too that from cvary ono of our pulpits they
may oxpeot to hear a well-understood sys-
torn of sound prineiples and morals au-
nounced. They ean worship God in any
of our ohnrohes without thoir being per-
gonally tied down to the words of tho Qon-
fuseion, or without being committed to
more than a goneral agreement in onr
principles. Mon, on the other hand, de-
sirous to serve God in tho minigiry of the
Qospel, but who soruple to aceept what
they oall over-lengthy and claborate sym-
bols, ean find amplescope in sigier churches,
some of which profoss & shorter oreod than
onrs, and some of them no oreed at all.
For tho accommodation of the gcruples of
the fow, wo cannot agreo fo disponse with
or to modify, apart from a genoral consent
flrat sought and ohtained,"what has been
shown on experienco to ha so useful to the
many. What wo arve entitled {o insiet upon
{s that if men voluntarily sign our oveed,
and are in consequoncd admitted to places
of $rust among us, thoy shall be faithful to
the principles whioh they havs voluntarily
and golomuly acoepted ; and should thoy at
any time see reason to change theiv minds,
aud to adopt opinions on any important
subjeot at varinmco with what they have
publicly professed, we rogard them as in
truth aud honot bound to relire from the
position, to which without subsoription
they know well that they conld nover have
attained.

Whonever a Church ceases to be the pillar
and ,iround of the trath, thers is no need
that I oan see for its exisience as a Church,
It may, indeed, continue a usefu! literary,
sovinl, or politioal association, but it has
ceased to be what every Church should be
—a beacon light raised on a rook to warn
passers-by of sheir danger—n witness to the
message of meroy sent from heaven to
earth. Truth saves: erzor deatroys ‘‘a
babitation of God through the spirit.” All
our eoolesiastioal experience goes to show
that they.who are falie to those grand
prineiples of dootrine and religion, which
nave in all generations emlightened the
minds and comforted the hearts of poor
sinners sirnggling through darkness and
sorrow, enter on the downward oareer of
spiritual decay and death, and $hat there
is no way to true usefulness and religious
prospority exoapt that of lhonesty and
orthodoxy and faith, Few paris of the
Presbyterian Church supply & clearer illus.
