3. Tho Holy Spirit as a comforter, abiding with
us in his gracious promisos, and known by the
fruits of love, joy, peace, ete, which abide in the
hearts of those who believe. In otherwords, where
the Holy Spirit by the testimonies of the gospel has
convinced the individual that Jesus is the Messiah,
the Saviour of sinners, that faith leads to confession
and obedienco, or confession and baptism, and con-
fession and baptism bring the heart to tho promises
that the Holy Spirit has given, and through the
promises the Holy Spirit is ovor present comferting
thoso who rest upon thom, If wo read II, Poter
i:4 wo find that in the gospol *‘ are given unto us
oxceeding great and precious promises; that by
thom we might bo partakers of the divine naturo,
having cscaped the corruption that is in the world
through luat.”

Now the confounding of theso threo distinct
works of the Holy Spirit is cortain to bring con-
fusion and darkness, and, sooner or later, doubt,
into any intellicont mind. It is the samo as if o
false view of tho Holy Spirit was adopted; in fact,
the falso view that in convorsion thore is an opera-
tion of the Spirit independent cf the word of God
is the direct outgrowth of this confounding in one
things that are entirely differont. The tendency
and natural frait of such teaching is to disparago
and discrodit the word of God as a complete rovola-
tion of the will of God concerning man, and any-
thing that does that is necessarily ovil, and leads
to skepticisin. A man claiming to bo the subject
of the miraculous operation of tho Spirit in this day,
and that he has some higher evidonco of his acceopt-
ance with God than he has of faith in his word,
can do more to discredit the word of God than the
skeptic, The difteronce between the claiming that
the word of God without some additional power is
a ‘“doad lottor,” and the claiming that it is not the
word of Gud at all is hardly porceptible to a clear
thinkor. Human words have power, oven the word
of a man of honor is sacrod; and shall not the word
of Gnd, given by the inzpiration of the Holy Spirit,
be still more powerful and hounorable? The man
who says nay shall find at last that the words of
Jesus ‘¢ shall never pass away,”—Ch. Oracle,
