The Churcb, suited to all times and all
conditions, contiine within herself ali tae
elements by which the perfeat Unizersal Re-
public can be realized, i

lndeed it may be aald that only by the
telamph of Cathelic truth oan humanity
witnesa the realizatlon of ita hopes. The
O1uaroh, aa she writer shows, cannet preach
Iojustice to counteract injastice. She can-
not give her manotien to nnlawfal and nn-
jast combinationa t bring erder where there
Is disorder, or to righs what Is wreng.,  She
bas to preach virtus, moderation, charisy,
She has to preach that prudence, jastloe, for-
titude, and temperance have necessarily ts
prevall and to conquer ; and that no man can
plunge his fellow-belags Into the calimities
of war sxd Imawrreotion, arlesa it be In
obedience to the will of God. Evelut'en, to
use a fashlenable word of our days, and nok
ravolutlon, Ix the method moat in accardance
with Christisn principles and law, to redress
s3cial wrongs and cure noclal-evils, Cast the
seed of the Gospel t¢ the four minds, and 1¢,
by Ity own force, will bring all things to thelr
proper lsvcl.

But, we are reminded, between thix and
the sanctlen of tyranny there Iz an Immense
diffarence.

Thersfors power is
as natural as poolety, and aw soclety and yli
that Iy natura] comes from God, pawer comes
frem (ied. Bat If the gevernment, whativer
it s, tramples down any principle whatever
of the eternal or mnatural law, taat gavern-
ment Is not righs, is fally and sbsolutely
wrong, and ls doomed te deatructlon,

st Power,” the Onnroh aaye **1s from God,”
Bat it power Is trom Ged, It shonld refiwot
the Divine Majssty to command respsot, and
the goodnem of Gad to beocome aweet and ac-
ceptable to the aubjzcts of 15, Here, then,
we have an authoritative test whioh sach of
ns oan apply to the goverasment under whioh
wo live. How woeetnlly all haman govern-
ments fall below this atandard iz enly tee
evident, Some mere than othere, but we 1
can see that when goveramonta macrlfice
moral principles and descend te the practice
of acty of corruption, it ls onr bounden daty
in a free country to strive for a change.

A pamphlet has been issued ad Sb, John's,
Newfoundland, giving an account of the Medus
Vivendi recently entered into by the govern-
ment of Great Britian with that of France con-
cerning Newtovndland and the action taken by
the colony in relation thereto. Ib begins by
stating that the dearesd rights of the psople of
Newloundland, the ‘“moat - ancient and loyal
dependency of the British Orown,” are bound
up in the inues of \he presens orlals, and they
appeal oonfidently to their Beitish fellow-
sabjecks for shat geaerous sympathy and practi-
eal co-operation which is never refused by the
cisinana of a fres conutry to a just cause.

The ciaims of the Fronoh navion, as the pam-
phlet says, to cartain fishery rights on & pars of
she coast of Newloundland are mattera of his--
tory and have formed the subjact of repeated
negotiations between the Bridish and French
governments sincs the early pars of the cen-
tury.

Many conventions have been held and arrange.
ments suggested for a settlement of this vexed
quention, which uniformly failed, for the eimple
reason that the Frrench nation invariably exsoted
conoesslons for which it offored no fair equi-
valens, and in construing the treaby rights
oontionally claimad larger peivileges than under
a liberal coasrtraction of the traaties they were
justly eatitled to. Thae falr consideration of the
question has also been hampsred by thadis-
porition of Brivieh diplomsts to auggest and
acoepb arrsugemsnts for its settlement, more
with a view %o the exigenoles of Imperial policy
than %0 the best interests of the peopls of the

modus vivendi mow under discussion, is she
vinth which bas been held in & period less than
Sitvy yeais, aud 10 every instance the arravge-
men’ suggested has been #0 the detriment of the
people of Newloundland, sud har been
promptly and emphaticilly disolaimed by them.
All conventions prior to the one whose 1shora
are now under discussion related gemerally to
the ocod-fishery, but the present arrangement
includes an entirely new and stariling olaim,
namely, of a right on the part of the French to
take and preserve lobaters on that part of the
coant of Newfoundiand on which they have
fishery rights, Xt ia against this heretofore un-
heaxd of olaim that s determinad probest has
been made by the colony.

British diplemaoy in this affsir, as in other
mabters affecting British colonies in America,
har been & mesa of the moat wratched bungling.
It would really seem as if the Imparial Gov-
ernment ccnsidered the oolonishs had no rights
iy conaidered worth defendiog.

But this is a matter which closely touches
Capsdisn interests. This Dominion cannot
ufford to allow a foreign power that may any
day become hostile to hold territorial rights at
ite ogean gateway. Delegates from Meowioznd-
land are now at Obtawa secking the mympathy
and support of the government in preasing their
views for sbrogstion of sn sgreement whish
places their people in » most disadvantageous
position. That they will get that sympathy
and support from »our government, and the
people of Oanada generally, they may ba sore.

The delegates are not charged with power to
discuss the posribility of Newfoundland eatering
Coufederatlon, but the sitnation must tell
strongly io favor of closer union,

A cironlar, sent to this office by the secre-
tary of s moass meeting held at Si. John's,
eys —

“ In appealing to you for aselstance in this
malter, we also desire ta call your astention to
the fact, that the righta and interests of New-
foundland are not alone at stake in the present
instacce. The Dominlon of Oanads has lurge
present and prospective interests, not vuly :n
the particular industry now threatened with
destruckion by the unequal competition of
French rivals, but also in che general trade and
other relations wow existibg between Canada
and Newfoundland, m6re erpacially with those

parts of the colony to which the arrangement in
question relates.

The claim here aet forth is fully recognizsd in
Canads, and will meet with the desiced respoase.
The Meodus Vivendi merathan anything that has
ccourred of Iate years shows the absolute neces
aity for a settlement of the whole question of
Frenoh claims in a way 13 relieve Newfound-
land ol the prescnce of a foreign elexent
which canzes gonstany irribation, retards
the development of the colony, svd which may
poesibly lead to the gravest complieations.
